It is expected that the growing young population
of the African Continent to be 40 percent of the
world’s population in 2050. Energy, infrastructure,
and transportation must be developed in order to
ensure the availability of raw material resources in
the region and to supply them to all markets of need.
However, most of the African countries are not as
close to the developed countries as they are in the
knowledge, experience, and technology needed to turn
these resources into semi-finished or finished products
despite the wealth of resources (like Mozambique
on its way to becoming the world’s largest exporter
of natural gas after Qatar). Therefore, this will also
minimize migration from Africa to other continent
countries, as countries in other continents must meet
the minimum living conditions and standards. In this
respect, the African continent countries constitute
a very large market for all countries of the world.

African countries, which have large raw material
resources, export these resources as raw materials
from past to present. This is an attractive alternative
in terms of raw material resource and competitive
production for all world markets, especially due to
the production and cost competition between the
western and eastern worlds. It is the gospel truth
that African countries are advancing confidently
towards becoming a production, export, and goods
circulation base.

We see that the number of African countries in the
world’s 10 fastest growing economies is more than 5 in
the last 10 years from time to time. According to 2017
data, the foreign trade volume of African continent
countries with other countries was realized around
930 billion dollars. Many infrastructure projects
are planned despite the lack of financial resources
especially for the transportation, export, and import
of intermediate products. While some of these projects
are realized by western and eastern worlds, some of
them are supported by international funds.

As well as the investments are mainly for logistics,
it is no coincidence that building transportation,
railways, and harbors and also planning and making
city infrastructures and electricity production facilities.

When it is considered that the annual financing required
to achieve Africa’s 2025 infrastructure goals is in the
range of 130-170 billion dollars, it is clear to see how
large the direct-indirect project stock and opportunities
are. In brief, all of these indicators confirm the trueness
of the aforesaid goals. It should not be forgotten that
great opportunities arise from great needs, and the
greatest, most intensive needs in the world are in the
African Continent.

Entrepreneurs, businesspeople, and companies
from many countries, including Turks, have begun
preliminary examinations to either move their
existing production to African countries or build their
new facilities in African countries. And even some
companies have already done this.

With the richness in resources of many countries in
the African continent, turning these resources to semi-
finished and/or finished products, the realization of
feasible structural changes and infrastructure targets,
and development of service sectors are required.

Therefore, it is an undeniable truth that a country
that has necessary experience and technology, has
important success in price/quality balance, has many
experiences in investment, production, service, and
operating, such as Turkey, is a true partner for all of
the African countries.

In this period that the African initiative of Turkey,
since 2003 applied within the frame of “win-win”
policy, completed its 15th year, the trade volume
between Turkey and Africa was increased 4 times in
between 2003-2018 and reached 20.6 billion dollars.
In the same period, its imports increased by two and a
half times. While Turkish direct investments in Africa
approached 6.5 billion dollars in 2017, it has provided
78,000 jobs throughout the Continent, up to the present.
The volume of the projects undertaken by Turkish
contracting companies in Africa has exceeded 64
billion dollars. As of 2018, our exports to the African
continent increased by 23.9% compared to the previous
year.

In the interest of Turkey on Africa, the following 4
points shine out: the historical links from 15th and 16th
centuries, the work on strengthening the economic and
political links, the cultural activities in the continent,
and the humanitarian aid. Within the scope of all
these evaluations, Turkey should sell more products
and service to the third countries over the continent,
by making more investments in African countries,
to overcome the idea of Turkey is only an exporter
country by its rivals in the continent and upgrading
this good relations built with the African countries
which wants to produce with added value and market
their products with their own names. This will also
reinforce the “win-win” policy and increase the rate
of mutual profit.

Turkey-Africa 1% Agriculture Ministers Meeting And
Agribusiness Forum will be held on April 27-28,
2017 in Antalya with the participation of T.R. Prime
Minister Binali Yildirim, President of Guinea and
Term President of African Union Prof. Alpha Condé,
T.R. Minister of Agriculture, Food and Livestock
Faruk Celik, T.R. Minister of Foreign Affairs Mevliit
Cavusoglu, President of African Union Commission
Moussa Faki Mahamat and President of DEIK Omer
Cihad Vardan. Bringing 2 Presidents, 48 Ministers,
14 Deputy Ministers, 46 international institutions
representatives, 184 bureaucrats, and more than 1000
businesspeople from 54 countries, the Summit hosts
agricultural financing models, irrigation technologies,
seasonal flexibility, agricultural trade and investments,
agricultural industry, rural development and youth
employment, and food and nutrition themed panels.

T.R. Prime Minister Binali Yildirim, who gave the
opening speech in the Summit that is organized by T.R.
Ministry of Food, Agriculture and Livestock and African
Union Commission (AfUC) and with the cooperation
of T.R Ministry of Economy, DEIK, TiM, MUSIAD,
Turkey Agricultural Cooperative Credit Associations
and THY, said that this Summit is not only important for
Turkey and Africa, but also for the future of the world.
Prime Minister Yildirim stated that the humankind fell
short on solving global problems and that the genuine
cooperation and communication continuing between
Turkey and African countries more than ten years
should be an example to the world. Prime Minister
Binali Yildirim mentioned that Turkey has made many
senior-level visits to many African countries in the
scope of African initiative, said: “our relationship with
African countries are not unilateral, they are mutual”.
Prime Minister Yildirim emphasized that the first step of
Turkey to Africa is increasing the transport and access
opportunities to the continent, and the second step will
be opening embassies and said that more embassies
shall operate in African countries. Prime Minister
Binali Yildirim said “As of today, it is time to develop
our relations with Africa mutually, not on one-sided
interest” and he added that the Summit held within the
scope of the Business Forum and B2B meetings provide
an important opportunity for this purpose.

Afrika'nin karesel ekonomideki payinin sadece yiizde

Bakani Faruk Celik, kitanin dinya Gzerindeki nifusun
ylzde 15'ine tarima elverisli topraklarin yizde 25'ine
sahip oldugunu soyledi.

Afrika'nin tarim alanindaki potansiyelinin dogru
degerlendiriimedigine dikkat ¢eken Bakan Celik,
Turkiye'nin bu noktada kitanin yaninda ortak bir
ulke oldugunu soyledi. Zirve kapsaminda, Afrika'nin
sorunlarina ¢zumler Uretilmeye calisilacagini ifade
eden Celik, animuzdeki dénemde Turkiye ile Afrika
arasinda tarim ticaretinin artacagina kanaat getirdi.
Ayrica Celik, Turkiye ile Afrika Ulkeleri arasinda tarim
alaninda gerceklestirilen ziyaretlerin siklastirilacagini
bildirdi. Bakan Celik, Turkiye'nin baslattigi "Milli Tarim’
Prajesinin, Afrikali Ulkeler tarafindan da érnek alinmas
gerektigini vurguladi ve bu konuda Afrika Ulkelerine
her turll destegi vermeye hazir olduklarini sgyledi.
Zirve'nin agilisinda s6z alan T.C. Disisleri Bakani Mevlut
Cavuso8lu, 2005 yilinda Turkiye tarafindan baslatilan
Afrika aciiminin bir ortaklik politikasina dontstigind;
diplomatik ve ticariiliskiler ile insani yardim ve egitim
alanlarinda da Afrika ile yeni bir déneme girildigini
dile getirdi. Cavusoglu, Turkiye'nin Afrika Birligi gibi
bolgesel drgltler ile iliskileri gelistirmekte samimi ve
kararl oldugunu da s@zlerine ekledi.

Prof. Alpha Condé, President of the African Union,
President of Guinea, in its opening speech of the Forum
said that despite the great potential, the agricultural
sector in Africa has not yet reached the desired
level, and further efforts are needed in the fields of
agricultural financing, rural development, and the
agricultural industry. Guinea President Prof. Condé
reminded that investments are highly important for
agricultural development, said that they need more
partnership and cooperation with Turkey in order
to realize the 2063 Agenda that determined within
the scope of Turkey-Africa Partnership; and again
reminded that Turkey-Africa First Agriculture Ministers
Meeting And Agribusiness Forum is an important
platform to develop this cooperation.

T.R. Agriculture, Food and Livestock Minister Faruk
Celik, by reminding that Africa’s share of the global
economy is only 3, said while the continent hosts 15
percent of the world’s population, it has 25 percent of
the world’s arable soil. Minister Celik pointed out that
Africa’s potential on agriculture has not been properly
benefited, even though it has a big potential, and said
that Turkey is a partner country next to Africa in this
regard. Minister of Food, Agriculture and Livestock
Faruk Celik, stated that “They will try to find African
solutions for African problems” in the summit, and said
he believes that agriculture and agribusiness between
Turkey and Africa shall increase in the following period,
and more frequent meeting will be made in agriculture
sector between Turkey and African countries.

Minister Celik also stated that the ‘National Agriculture’
Project that Turkey has started should be taken as an
example by the African countries, and said that they,
as Turkey, are ready to give every kind of support to
African countries in this regard.

T.R Minister of Foreign Affairs Mevliit Cavusoglu,
in his speech in the opening sessions, said that the
African initiative started in 2005 by Turkey now turned
into a partnership policy. Minister of Foreign Affairs
Cavusoglu pointed that a new period is realizing in the
relationships with Africa not just in diplomatic relations
but also humanitarian aid, education, and commercial,
and said that Tukey is genuine and determined on
developing relations with regional relations with
African Union.

The Joint Communique was disclosed in the first
day of the Turkey-ECOWAS Economic and Business
Forum, which is hosted by T.R Ministry of Economy,
organized by DEIK, and it is first realized in Istanbul
on February 22-23, 2018, dfter the meeting of the
Ministers.

In the joint communique of the Forum, increasing the
trade in a balanced way in the scope of the Trade and
Investment Cooperation Agreement signed between
Turkey and ECOWAS member countries. Minister of
Economic Affairs Nihat Zeybekci and Benin, Burkina
Faso, Cote d’Ivoire Green Nose, Gambia, Ghana,
Guinea, Guinea Bissau, Liberia, Mali, Niger, Republic
of Nigeria, Senegal, Sierra Leone and Togo ECOWAS
member countries and President of DEIK took part
in the meeting.

The Minister of Economy Nihat Zeybekci, who spoke in
the press conference explained that they are dwelling
on three main subjects and said “We have made a
very efficient forum with DEIK between Turkey and
ECOWAS countries. We have dwelled on three main
subjects as building joint commission, making impact
assessment with the joint commission, and making the
summits, in which matching sectors and companies
with the highest participation from ECOWAS and
Turkey, every year. We talked about how to increase
Turkish investments in the region. In the scope of
ECOWAS event, more than 1000 bilateral business
meetings were realized with the participation of more
than 500 business world representatives from Turkey
and West Africa.”

As a result of the forum it was decided: developing
trade and investment financing mechanisms with the
ECOWAS member countries and Turkey, improving
the logistics connection, establishing a dialogue
between DEIK and the Federation of Chambers of
Commerce and Industry of West Africa (FEWACCI),
strengthening relations between the private sector
through the establishment of Business Councils, and
Involvement of the World Trade Organization in
accordance with the Trade Facilitation Agreement

President Nail Olpak, TIM President Mehmet
Biiyiikeksi, and Ministers and representatives of
the ECOWAS member countries participated to the
Gala Dinner in the first day of the Turkey-ECOWAS
Economic and Business Forum.

Economy Minister Nihat Zeybekci said, “We had
a historic day. Business meetings organized with
this summit were also very successful. We have seen
that there will be thousands of interviews today
and tomorrow. We want to have institutional and
permanent cooperation with ECOWAS, where 33
percent of Africa lives, and which represents 25 percent
of African national income.” Minister Zeybekci said
that a joint commission will be established between
Turkey and ECOWAS and that they will determine
what needs to be done with this joint commission in
the shortest time.

TIM President Mehmet Biiyiikeksi stated that the
foreign trade between Turkey and ECOWAS countries
are inadequate and said that “We all successfully
passed the first day of our event. We discussed the
economic and commercial relations between our
guests from the ECOWAS region and our countries.
We looked for ways to take these relationships
further. I hope that this important meeting will make
a significant contribution to economic relations,

friendship, and cooperation between our countries.”
The second day of Turkey-ECOWAS Economic
and Business Forum began with “Success Story:
Experiences of Turkish Companies with Business or
Investment in ECOWAS Region” thematic session.

Speaking at the opening of the session, DEIK Chairman
Nail Olpak stated that 255 African and 550 Turkish
entrepreneurs participated in the Business Forum in
Istanbul where potential cooperation areas between
ECOWAS and Turkish business world were discussed
and they discussed the financing of trade and investments
and exemplary projects and funding sources in public-
private projects. Olpak by stating that for the first time
in the history of the Turkish contracting sector, an
African country has taken the first place, said “In 2017,
3.1 billion dollars of business was received in Tanzania.
Tanzania passed the general markets of Turkey: Russia,
Turkmenistan, Libya, and Saudi Arabia. In the medium
term, our contracting sector seems to have identified
Sub-Saharan Africa as its new target market.

Olpak by stating that the continent countries have
achieved a growth rate of 5 percent in the last 10
years, said “In proportion to growth, the network of
urbanization and modernization is also increasing.
Requirements are increasing in the construction
and energy sectors. Infrastructure requirements and
consumption also change accordingly. It is also easily
possible to apply our agricultural technologies in
Africa. The land allocation may also be an option
since investments in agriculture are aimed at increasing
productivity in production. There is also a serious
potential for food safety in Africa.

Presenting his success story, Selim Bora, Chairman of
the Board and the Executive Board of Summa, shared
his experiences and experiences in Sub-Saharan
Africa since 2010. Bora pointed out that Africa is a
new market for Turkish companies, and said “As
Turkish contracting firms, while we know the traditional
markets of Russia, Middle East, Central Asia, Eastern
Europe, and North Africa in the past, we have focused
on Sub-Saharan Africa for the last 6-7 years, we entered
new markets that we do not know and I think we brought
ourselves closer with Africans, Sub-Saharan Africa.
The world needs to understand the place where Turkish
contracting and manufacturing industry comes from.”

Initiative launched in 2003, President Erdogan said,
“We visited 21 different African countries only during
our Presidency. During these visits, I attached great
importance to the participation of our businessmen
and investors in my delegations. In the same period,
we have 16 presidents of the African countries as
guests in Turkey.”

Erdogan stated that they are planning to realize the
third of the Turkey-Africa Partnership Summit, whose
first in Istanbul in 2008, second in the capital of
Equatorial Guinea, Malabo in 2014, in Istanbul in
2019, said that “Turkey became the sixth country
that has the most extensive diplomatic network and
10-15 years ago this country was only visible in
certain regions and certain fields. In this context,
the increase in the number of embassies I have just
mentioned when we take office on the continent is
a guarantee that we will have embassies in every
country in Africa.”

agreements with 5 countries, and prevention of double
taxation agreement with 12 countries are signed and
most of them carried into effect.

“Foreign Economic Relations Board established
business councils with 43 African countries. Our trade
with the continent roses from 3.7 billion dollars in
2003 to 20.6 billion dollars in 2017. Our trade volume
with sub-Saharan African countries, which was 1.1
billion dollars in 2003, reached 7.1 billion dollars in
2017 said President Erdogan and stated that Turkey’s
African initiative received some serious favor.

Erdogan stated that he visited Hungary on 8-9
October 2018 and that during this visit Hungarian
businesspeople wanted to make investments in Africa
together with Turkish businesspeople with the support
of Hungarian Eximbank and Tiirk Eximbank and also
stated that he approached this proposal positively and
decided to enter into joint investments.

President Erdogan, who stated that the relationships
of Turkey with the African Continent are based on
mutual respect, win-win, and equal partnership, said
“Here is Africa. What about Africa’s golds? What
about its diamonds? What about its platins? What
about its chromes? I really wonder who moved them”™.
Erdogan calls Africans to trade in local currency and
said “Now I tell all my African friends and brothers.
I'say let’s do business with local money and national
money. Let’s save our country from exchange rate
pressure and foreign exchange pressure” and Erdogan
also included that they have put this issue on the
agenda and progressed in the negotiations they have
conducted with countries such as China, Russia, and
Iran.

President Erdogan ended his speech with a quote from
Nelson Mandela “It is our light, not our darkness that
most frightens us” and stated that he is ready for any
kind of cooperation on the basis of bilateral benefits
and win-win conception.

are active in the country, and a total of 30,000 people
were employed.

Teshome stated that Ethiopia is an attractive market
in terms of natural resources, well-trained workforce,
and energy resources and said that “The government
facilitates doing business and the business
environment. So, come and invest in Ethiopia.”

Stating that Ethiopia has one of the most ambitious
roads and rail construction networks in Africa and
this infrastructure capacity will provide a basis for
production and industry, Teshome, at the end of his
speech, called on Turkish investors and expressed
his thanks to President Erdogan’s leadership, the
African Union, the Ministry of Commerce and the
DEIK, stating that his government would support
Turkish investors and provide all kinds of support
for the industrial zones planned by Turkish investors.

altyapl ve enerji alanlarinda is birligi; Afrika'da
butinlesme cabalari ve Tirk is dinyasi icin firsatlar
konulu Uc¢ panel gerceklestirilecektir® diyerek
konusmasini tamamladi.

Minister of Commerce Ruhsar Pekcan started
her speech by stating that she believes that on the
occasion of the organization, close to three thousand
African and Turkish businesspeople are gathered
together and that very efficient meetings will be held
in the organization, and also talked about the projects
realized in Africa.

Minister Pekcan said, “We have realized that the
amount of contracting projects undertaken in Africa is
66.4 billion dollars, of which 55 billion dollars have
been realized through the African initiative in the last
fifteen years. In other words, in the last 15 years, our
industry has rediscovered Africa and played a leading
role in the difficult geography.”

Minister Pekcan ended her speech by saying “Our
aim is to carry the Turkish-African relations to the top
in the following years, contrary to the protectionism
and introvert winds in the world. In this sense,
within the scope of this two-day organization, three
panels will be held on the following topics: trade
and investment opportunities in Africa; cooperation
in construction, infrastructure, and energy between
Turkey and Africa; Integration efforts in Africa and
opportunities for the Turkish business community”.

Victor Harrison, Commissioner of Economic Affairs
of the African Union Commission, said that the
private sector could be used as a driving force for
the development of the African continent and that a
socio-economic transformation could be achieved.
Harrison emphasized that Turkey-Africa Economic
and Business Forum developed their relations with
Turkey since November 2016, the first time it has
organized and said “Africa and Turkey created
a strategic partnership in every stage and level.
Thus, we met in the Turkey-Africa II. Economic and
Business Forum today”. Harrison stated that the
trade volume between Turkey and Africa increased
from 4 billion dollars to 20 billion dollars in the last
ten years and emphasized that the private sector is
indispensable for growth and development. In the
continuation of his speech, he said “Only this year,
Africa’s growth will be 4.1 percent. This is above
global averages. Forecasts for the coming year are
encouraging. Africa’s economy gets stronger as we
carry out structural reforms” and Harrison also
states that by strengthening the free trade zones in
Africa, Africa could open up more to the markets.
Stating that Africa has realized only 3 percent of
global energy production, Harrison stated that there
is serious potential in renewable energy - solar energy
and hydropower - fields in the continent and this
creates an opportunity for Turkish businesspeople.
Stating that another potential for Turkish investors
is in tourism and real estate markets, Harrison
concluded his speech as follows: “Thank you very
much for participating in this forum. I am sure that
the results of this forum will contribute to the works
of the investors in Africa and Turkey.

Olpak stated that Africa’s share of world GDP
is only 2.6 percent is not fair considering that Africa has
30 percent of the world’s mainland, 16 percent of the
world’s population, hosting the world’s 30 most fertile
countries and homeland to 54 countries and said “Can
we imagine a world economy and the fact that we do not
include Africa? Or can a future without Africa be built?
Absolutely and certainly not!”

Olpak emphasized that Turkey, which is in African continent
with its 41 embassies, 26 Office of the Commercial
Counsellors, 44 Business Councils, 21 Tika Offices, Turkish
Airlines that fly 51 locations, Maarif Foundation, Yunus
Emre Institute, Kizilay, and AFAD, having 2.1 percent
share in the African foreign trade is not normal and
works should be done in this regard. In the last part of
his speech, Olpak talked about DEIK and thanked to the
Presidents, Prime Ministers, Ministers, Ambassadors and
business representatives because of their participation,
and said “On the basis of volunteerism, we continue our
activities with the focus of business diplomacy for 32
years under the leadership of Mr. President and under the
coordination of the Minister of Commerce. We have 144
business councils all over the world, of which 43, which
is the highest number in a continent, are in Africa. Our
goal is that there are no friends left in Africa that we don't
have direct contact with, we don't look into their eyes”.

Increasing industrial production and investments
will help to achieve sustainable and inclusive
growth, job creation and poverty reduction. The
relationship between investment and infrastructure is
bi-directional, they develop each other. Furthermore,
in order to promote mutual trade, joint ventures, and
investments, it is necessary to create different tools to
provide trade and investment finance with incentives.
Determining the effective financing approaches
and incentives can increase financing options for
infrastructure projects with lower cost. Filling the
gaps in business intelligence, business data and
information is also important to create more business
opportunities. Infrastructural deficiencies are seen
as the most important obstacle to the sustainable
economic development of the African Continent,
which is rapidly urbanizing, whose middle class
is strengthening, and which is making significant
progress in the efforts to save their economies from
raw material dependence.

African countries need 90-170 billion dollars
of infrastructure expenditure each year and they
need a total of 4.8 trillion dollars of infrastructure
investments in housing, transportation, health
and education between 2018-2030. Also, starting
several investment projects without considering the
feasibility and budget constraints, and decreasing the
appropriations allocated to the existing investments
due to lack of financing lead to an increase in the
completion time of the investments and an increase
in costs. It is expected that the export support
organizations will cooperate and mobilize the funds in
the market in order to close the financing gap in order

Sustainable development requires being well-
equipped with proper well-functioning regional and
national infrastructure to provide access to health
care, electricity, and education, jobs and markets.
It is crucial to develop strategies and projects for
supporting economic growth. Turkey ranked second
for the number of contracting companies building the
largest volume of projects across the world outside
their home countries for the 10th year in a row,
following China with 46 companies, according to
the latest list of the worlds’ “top 250 contractors”
by the magazine Engineering News-Record (ENR).
Turkish contractors experienced with PPP projects
are also amongst the major undertakers in Africa.

Turkish contractors experienced with PPP projects
are also amongst the major undertakers in Africa.
Share of African countries in the overall international
business volume of Turkish contractors is around
21 percent (share of North Africa is 19%). Turkish
contractors so far have undertaken in the continent
over 1.150 projects which worth 55 billion USD.

Rapid urbanization in Africa raises the need for
housing, infrastructure and electricity, and urgent
investments are needed in these areas. In 2017, the
greatest number of projects valued at 50 million USD
or above (303 projects worth 307 billion USD) in
Africa fall into the Transport sector (36%), followed
by Real Estate (22.4%), Energy & Power (19.1%) and
Shipping & Ports (7.9%), and most of these projects
experience cost overruns. Turkish contractors and
energy companies can keep projects on budget and on
time as well as offering knowledge-driven solutions
for complex construction projects.

In this context, the panel aimed at identifying the need

He emphasized
that our activities are almost zero due to the problems
experienced in these countries in recent years. Aykar
gave information about Yap1 Merkezi Group and
stated that they have projects on the African continent
in Algeria, Morocco, Senegal, Ethiopia, Tanzania,
and Kenya and since 2004, the number of projects
in Sub-Saharan Africa has increased rapidly. Aykar
stated that they built the metro line connecting Dakar
Airport, which was built by Turkish companies, with
the city and that they are the Turkish contracting
company that makes the most contracts in the African
continent.

The process of unity and integration of African
countries has been continuing since their
independence and has become even more obligatory
due to the impact of globalization and today’s tough
economic conditions. The African Union, which was
established on the grounds that there is a need for
a structure that will enable Africa to integrate with
the world economy and address the economic, social
and political problems of the countries, reached a
settlement on the African Continental Free Trade
Area (AfCFTA) agreement, which would allow
African countries to engage in free trade between
themselves, in 2018, to achieve the ultimate goal
of integration, the economic and monetary union.

With the AfCFTA agreement, which is an agreement
that is an STA agreement with the most countries
since the establishment of World Trade Organization
(WTO), it is expected that a decrease in unemployment
in the member countries to the union, where 1.2
billion people live and have 2.5 trillion dollars
of GDP and increase in the domestic trade in the
continent.

As well as the view that a single African market will
be of great benefit to both the continent and other
partner countries is dominant, it is emphasized that
important infrastructure investments should be made.
In this context, Turkish companies who have
successfully completed important PPP projects
in Africa and invested in African countries in
various sectors will make great contributions with
their knowledge, high business management, and
technologies acquired in the region and worldwide.
Within this framework, the panel, which aimed
at sharing experiences and investment priorities,
challenges, and opportunities in Africa, provided a
consultation environment where success examples in
Turkey-Africa partnership are examining and projects
and cooperation models that can contribute to the
integration process are evaluated.

In the last speech of the panel, Selim Bora, Chairman
of Summa Board of Directors, started his speech by
sharing the experience of Summa, whose investments
in Africa are called “Summa model”, and stated that
they have seen the potential in the African continent
before and for the first time, in 2010, they started
to work on the continent with their investment in
Equatorial Guinea. Bora stated that their first works
were the construction of the congress center in the
capital Malabo for the 17th African Union Summit
and emphasized that they completed this project in
as little as six months.

have decreased. Bora stated that they have turned to
build-operate-transfer model over time, and that they
built and operated the airport in Dakar, the capital
of Senegal, and that they would build and operate
the airport in Niger for 25 years.

Selim Bora ended his words by stating that there is
no project that Turkish companies cannot implement
in Africa after building trust, rapidly completing the
projects and the support of financial institutions.

3. The Forum underlined the importance of trade as
one of the key engines of economic growth and a
strong private sector would be a driving force in
this respect.

4. With a view to further enhancing commercial
and economic cooperation between Turkey
and African countries, the Forum reiterated its
strong intention to initiate joint action plan to
examine possibilities of removing tariffs and
other obstacles to trade that would be based on
asymmetrical model enabling African countries
to protect their sensitive sectors.

He stated that the main objective
of CwA is to increase the attractiveness of private
investment through significant improvements in
macroeconomics, trade, and finance, and said that
CwA brings together reformist African countries,
international organizations, G20 partners, and
more to coordinate country-specific reforms, support
relevant policy measures and announce investment
opportunities to private investors. Wolf said that the
initiative is demand-oriented and open to all African
countries and CwA has attracted great interest since
the launch in 2017.

Wolf expressed that 12 African countries (Benin,
Burkina Faso, Cote d’Ivoire, Egypt, Ethiopia, Ghana,
Guinea, Morocco, Rwanda, Senegal, Togo and
Tunisia) have participated so far, and said that Africa
should be added to the agenda of the G20, which
aims to “build a foundation, develop sustainability,
and take responsibility”.

Africa is expected to play a
more active role in the international system starting
from the second half of the 21* century with its 30
million square kilometers area, as the second largest
continent in the world, rich natural resources, and
human capacity and to influence the developments
in the international arena more. Six of the world’s
ten fastest-growing economies of the last decade are
on this continent. According to World Bank data, the
average annual growth rate in the Continent in the
last five years that is not based on oil revenues is
5.4%. Foreign direct investments to African countries
have increased five times in the last decade.

According to the study prepared by the African
Development Bank, it was estimated that per capita
income in the continent will increase from 1,667
dollars to 5,600 dollars in 2010-2060, the proportion
of middle-class citizens will increase from 34% to
42%, and the average life expectancy of 56 years
will increase to 70 years.

Today, Africa, which is home to 15% of the world’s
population with its population exceeding 1 billion, is
expected to reach 1.6 billion in 2030 and to constitute

African trade and limited capital accumulation that
will trigger investments in continental countries.
In this context, the fact that intra-continental trade
corresponds to 12% of the total foreign trade of
African countries shows that there is a significant
potential for economic integration in the continent.
According to the data of the International Energy
Agency (IEA), it needs 30 billion dollars of
infrastructure investments every year, until 2030, in
order to meet the global electricity need. 64 percent
of this investment should be made to Sub-Saharan
Africa (SSA).

According to the foreign direct investments (FDI)
in Africa that coal, oil, and natural gas are the
most attractive areas, and these are followed by
the real estate and renewable energy sectors. The
continent, which has 1/3 arable land of the world,
offers important opportunities in agriculture as well.
Africa imports food products worth 35 billion dollars
in a year.

Sub-Saharan African countries are generally rich
in natural resources such as gold, diamonds, and
coal in addition to oil. Nigeria and Angola are
the most important oil exporting countries. South
Africa has an important place on producing gold,
platinum, iron and hard coal; and Botswana on the
diamond. In Sub-Saharan African countries where
industrialization is weak, agricultural products
such as cocoa, coffee, sugar, tea, cotton, banana,
and citrus have an important place in production in
addition to mining.

In North African countries, underground resources
such as oil and natural gas have a significant weigh
in the economy. While the Libyan economy based on
crude oil exports, the Algerian economy is based on
both crude oil and natural gas. In Egypt, crude oil
and gold production contributes to economic activity,
and the rate of industrialization is higher than the
other countries in the region. On the other hand,
Tunisia and Morocco are poor countries in terms
of raw materials and the manufacturing industry
dominates their economies. At the end of 2017,
the total GDP of the African continent reached 2.2
trillion US dollars. Nigeria ranks first with a GDP of
376 billion US dollars (USD) due to be the world’s
8th largest oil exporter in addition to having the
