DIGITAL TRANSFORMATION IN BUSINESS
WORLD: SHAPING THE FUTURE
Is Diinyasinda Dijital Déniisiim:
Gelecegi Sekillendirmek

We interact with artificial
intelligence in our daily lives,
even if we are not aware of
it.

In 2005, Turkiye became a
member of the African Union and in 2008, it was granted the
status of strategic partner.

In addition, Nigeria, Uganda, Gambia, and Zim-
babwe made country presentations about their
countries and the investment and business op-
portunities in their countries.

The impact of the opening to Africa, which was initi-
ated by our country in 2003 and has been enriched
over time, on our trade and economic relations with
the continent has been reflected positively in the
data. In 2013, imports from Africa accounted for
2.3 percent of our total imports, while this figure
rose to 2.6 percent by the end of 2022. Our exports
increased from 14.5 billion dollars in 2013 to 23.6
billion dollars by the end of 2022. Thus, in 10 years,
our foreign trade with the region increased from
21.5 billion dollars to over 33 billion dollars. | think
the volume of foreign trade will exceed 50 billion
dollars in the shortest time.

While our relations with North Africa used to be more
intense due to its geographical proximity, today we
have important commercial and economic relations
with all of Africa. Of course, our relations with Afri-
can countries do not only remain at the trade level.
Investors, especially our contracting sector, are un-
dertaking important projects in Africa. On one hand,
our African students are starting to prefer Turkish
universities more and more, on the other hand, our
African friends are benefiting from the facilities of
our modern hospitals. In addition, Turkish TV series
are watched on African television. In other words, it
is possible to say that beyond trade, our relations
in the field of service trade, especially in education
and health, have come to the forefront.

We are at a time when the rules of global trade are
being rewritten due to pandemics and wars. Efforts
to increase the continent’s internal integration on the
one hand, and to become more integrated into glob-
al trade on the other, are increasing new investment
and cooperation opportunities on the continent.

In the coming period, our cooperation with Africa,
which harbors both challenges and opportunities,
will continue within the framework of the win-win
principle. In this context, our cooperation with Afri-
can countries will increase in many areas such as
infrastructure investments that the continent needs,
green transformation, energy transformation, and
food security, which are necessary to transition to
a green and environmentally friendly economic
system. TABEF will continue to be an important
platform to strengthen this cooperation.

Pandemics, wars, and changes in the DNA of
global supply chains have affected each country
in different ways. At this point, regional wars,
struggles, and the search for legitimacy have
pushed us into a new world order that we have
never been used to before. As the rise in bond
prices in the US pushed interest rates upward in
all countries, the world on the brink of recession
began to ring the bells of stagflation. With the
recession in Europe, the working day in Germany
was reduced from 5 days to 4 days and bank-
ruptcies started to follow each other, and this
picture began to mirror itself in the UK and other
European countries.

Continued wars and regional power struggles will
push up oil prices, which will negatively affect the
exports of countries like Turkiye that have to grow
through production. When the aforementioned
negative picture of Europe, which has a very
important share in Turkiye's exports, is added to
this situation, we will naturally need to find new
markets. At this point, we come across Africa,
which has once again become the center of the
struggle of the “great powers” with all its potential.

WHY IS AFRICA IMPORTANT AND
VALUABLE?

Africa’s resilience threshold is actually much higher
than expected, given macroeconomic conditions.
If GDP growth in Africa can continue at the robust
pace of 2000-2010, Africa’s global economic size
will reach $4.6 trillion, representing a surplus of
over $1.7 trillion by 2030.

Looking at the distribution of important minerals
and energy resources in the world, Africa stands
out. ltis important to emphasize that on average 30
percent of the world’s total underground resources
are located on the African continent.

AFRICA AT THE CENTER OF THE FUTURE OF
AGRICULTURE AND FOOD SECURITY

The agricultural sector accounts for 35 percent of the total GDP
in the continent, which hosts 60 percent of the world's arable and
uncultivated land. Africa has the potential to become a global
agricultural powerhouse and a net exporter of food. Although
the world has been slow to realize this potential, efforts, and
investments are underway at frequent international summits
and meetings to turn the continent’s food imports, which are
approaching $80 billion a year, into exports. The fact that the
rural population in Africa has increased from 375 million to nearly
700 million in the last 30 years shows that it has the potential to
be a producer. In light of these developments, we expect the
African food and agriculture market, which reached 280 billion
dollars in 2023, to reach 1 trillion dollars in 2030.

AFRICA’S “GREEN” DREAM

In the Nairobi Declaration signed at the African Climate
Summit held in Kenya in September under the auspices of
the African Union, Africa called on the developed world to
implement global carbon taxes as soon as possible. Africa’s
potential in the ‘Green Energy’ sector allows us to predict
that by 2030, the continent will receive 100 billion dollars in
funding. With both green wall projects and green energy
projects, Africa will now be the center of a fairer distribution.

POLITICAL INSTABILITY AND NEW POWER
WARS:

Africa, the focus of global powers, now has new guests. The
European Union countries, led by France and the UK, and
the United States are no longer alone on the continent. With
a trade volume of 188 billion dollars, China has a presence
in every country on the continent and is the continent’s larg-
est commercial player with its economic power and credit
facilities. While India has a trade volume of nearly 120 billion
dollars in Africa, Russia has increased its trade volume to
nearly 24 billion dollars in the last 5 years with mutual agree-
ments with 19 different African countries and African summits
organized.

Threats in Africa-Turkiye Relations:

- Low levels of investment and production com-
pared to competitor countries

- China’s introduction of the “visa at the door”
application to many African countries, especially
Senegal, which was put into effect with the neg-
ative atmosphere created by the changing visa
regime in Turkiye in order to increase its influence
on the continent

- Re-popularization of the United Arab Emirates
and China on the Continent with their partial trans-
portation advantages

- Morocco, Egypt, and South Africa becoming
producers on the continent as the world starts to
shift its investments

- With the African Continental Free Trade Agree-
ment signed on January 1, 2022, Turkish com-
panies started to delay in making the necessary
moves in response to the motivation to increase
intra-continental trade

- Our inability to produce enough actions in the
face of the Lebanese lobby, which produces moves
on the ground in response to the new customs
practices of African countries to reduce imports

All these analyses point to the existence of very
important opportunities and the need to make
more use of our strengths.

Granting e-visas to African business people who travel
frequently to countries such as the EU and the USA,
provided that they buy tickets from Turkish Airlines,
assigning immigration officers in our Embassies so
that young African traders with commercial potential
can easily discover our country, turning our trade con-
sultancies into Trade Support Offices with new staff
and assigning Trade Counsellors responsible for the
development of the main sectors in each country, as
well as hosting interns from African students in their
companies at least 2 days a week to close the French
deficit of our companies, Lobbying activities to increase
the number and scope of free trade agreements and
increasing the number of Turkish Chambers of Com-
merce and association branches to operate in the
countries and realizing the Turkish Lobby are important
for trade relations between Africa and Tirkiye.

We hope to meet in the beautiful days when we
realize all of these, when the trade volumes of
100 billion dollars in Turkiye-Africa relations are
achieved in the near future.

AS WE APPROACH THE END OF 2023,
CONSIDERING THE EFFECTS OF THE
CONTRACTION IN THE GLOBAL ECONOMY,
HOW DO YOU EVALUATE THE IMPORT AND
EXPORT FIGURES AND THE ECONOMY OF
OUR COUNTRY?

Recent reports published by the OECD, the World Bank, and
the IMF on the global economy indicate that tight monetary
policy and the post-pandemic recovery that has fallen short
of expectations are slowing global growth, while uncertainty
in global commodity markets, high inflation, rising energy
prices, food security and ongoing problems in the supply
chain have a negative impact on global demand.

As a matter of fact, in the “World Economic Outlook Report”
recently published by the IMF global economic growth
projections for 2023 were maintained at 3 percent, while
those for 2024 were reduced to 2.9 percent, and global
inflation was emphasized. The 2023 forecast for the volume
of trade in goods and services was also revised downwards
significantly. The forecast for the growth rate of global trade
in goods and services, which was projected to increase by 2
percent in the July report, has been lowered to 0.9 percent.

The IMF raised the Turkish economy’s growth
forecast for 2023 to 4 percent from the 3
percent previously announced in July

Despite the unfavorable course of the world economy and
the severe earthquakes we experienced in February, mac-
roeconomic indicators and our export performance clearly
demonstrate the resilience of our economy.

We see that the fiscal and monetary policy measures as well
as the liberalization steps in the financial sector are having a
positive impact on our economy. With 3.9 percent growth in
the first quarter and 3.8 percent growth in the second quarter,
Tdrkiye has maintained its uninterrupted growth performance
for 12 quarters. Similarly, we are facing a pleasing picture in our
exports. Our exports, which amounted to 254.2 billion dollars
in 2022 and reached 187.5 billion dollars in the January-Sep-
tember period of 2023, have once again demonstrated its
dynamic and strong structure. Our share in world exports rose
to 1.03 percent (annualized) in the first two quarters of 2023.

As a country, although we are experiencing difficulties in
growth, production, and foreign trade due to the global
conjuncture and the earthquake, we have managed to
overcome all these uncertainties with our proactive, dy-
namic, and result-oriented economic and export policy
tools. In the Medium Term Program (MTP), we are taking
firm steps towards the target of 255 billion dollars for our
exports in 2023.

Our import policies prioritize the strategy of supporting the
investment, production, and export chain. With the recent
economic measures, import policies, and the emphasis
on domestic procurement, our imports have entered a
downward trend. In the January-September period, imports
increased by 1.3 percent compared to the same period of
the previous year and reached 274 billion 755 million dollars.

INDICATORS, WHAT ARE YOUR PREDICTIONS
FOR 2024? HOW WILL TURKIYE BE
POSITIONED?

In 2023, despite the current political and economic uncer-
tainties and difficulties, we, as the Ministry of Trade, are
entering the “Century of Turkiye” by structuring our existing
policies in line with the global conjuncture and designing
new policies.

We will continue to implement our support to provide
practical solutions to our exporters, from promotion and
marketing activities to e-export, from access to finance to
green transformation, to increase our country’s share in
world trade steadily, ensuring sustainability in production,
increasing our value-added exports, integrating our com-
panies into the value-added stages of global value chains,
and accelerating e-export transformation.

In addition, taking into account the conjuncture in the global
economy and foreign trade, we will continue our projects
and activities for emerging economies such as the “Far
Countries Strategy” and the “Export Development Strategy
for Islamic Countries” to move our export range further and
to take our horizons even further, by keeping up with the
requirements of the age.

than 250 procurement and trade delegation programs to
60 different countries.

We also aim to provide pioneering innovations in the digital
economy by developing an “e-Export Support Package” that
makes e-export easier, faster, and more reliable in order to
increase the interaction of our exporters in the digital world.

Within the scope of the European Green Deal, our Min-
istry closely follows the legislative work in the process of
harmonization with the sustainable and circular economy.

Leveraging
its expertise and competence in electric vehicles, TEMSA is now extending its capabilities to
hydrogen-powered vehicles, thereby offering an innovative solution to one of the most significant
challenges in zero-emission travel, the range issue.

Lastly, under the Joint Development Agreement signed between TEMSA and the Portugal-based
zero-emission bus manufacturer CaetanoBus, both companies have initiated efforts to develop a
long-distance bus powered by hydrogen fuel. Introduced to participants at the recent Busworld
Europe exhibition, this bus will combine CaetanoBus's Toyota hydrogen fuel cell technology used in
urban buses with TEMSA's engineers' know-how in electric and long-distance buses.

FROM BERLIN TO PARIS WITH ASINGLE CHARGE, ZERO-EMISSION JOURNEY

he technology to be built on the TEMSA HD platform is expected to enable the bus to cover
approximately 1,000 kilometers on a single tank, adapting to various road and geographical
conditions. In other words, this bus, starting from Istanbul, will easily reach Adana without refueling or
a vehicle departing from Paris will reach Berlin without any stops. Expected to go into mass
production in 2025, the vehicle will also hold the title of Turkey's first intercity hydrogen-powered bus.

Despite the geographical distance of approximate-
ly 8,500 km, Japan-Ttrkiye relations have always
been very fruitful and have grown much closer than
ever inrecent years: the bilateral relationship, which
was upgraded to the Strategic Partnership in 2013,
has become more active in various fields, including
economy, culture, and education. Japan-Turkiye
relations have been strengthened through mutual
assistance in several historical incidents, such as
the Ertugrul Frigate Disaster in 1890, the episode
of Japanese expats rescued by Turkish Airlines
from Tehran during Iran-lrag War in 1985, and
mutual rescue missions at the period of earthquake
disasters.

This year, Japan hosted the Hiroshima Summit
as chair of the G7 and also performs a role as
a non-permanent member of the UN Security
Council. Japan will be in close cooperation with
Tdrkiye, which is a strategic partner of Japan and
a prominent member of NATO in bilateral, regional
and international agenda.

Turkiye, with a huge domestic consumer market of
over 80 million population, a youthful, demographic
structure, as well as over USD 10,000 GDP per
capita is becoming largest economy in the region
with huge future growth potential.

As a matter of Turkiye's geographical location,
which connects Europe and Asia, it makes the
country an important production and supplying
base for neighbouring markets. Turkiye could be
also a partner of Japan for joint projects in the
third-countries expansion, including the recon-
struction of Ukraine.

The partnership between DEIK and Keidanren
dates back as early as 1987, when we held our
first Japan- Turkiye Joint Business Committee
in Istanbul. It was a great pleasure for us to visit
the Republic of Turkiye for our 26" joint meeting
this October for the first time after a 4-year break
caused by the Covid pandemic.

Keidanren (Japan Business Federation) is a
comprehensive business association with a
membership comprised of 1,512 representative
companies of Japan, 107 nationwide industrial
associations and the regional economic organ-
izations in all 47 prefectures.

Keidanren’s Japan-Trkiye Economic Commit-
tee was established in April 1986 to deepen
mutual understanding and goodwill between
Japan and Turkiye, as well as to promote eco-
nomic exchange, including trade, investment,
and economic/technical cooperations. Since the
establishment of the committee, we have worked
in close cooperation with DEIK/Ttirkiye-Japan.
Business Council as a long-time trusted partner.

Because of the outbreak of COVID-19 pandemic,
we had to stop face-to-face exchanges since our
last joint committee meeting in Tokyo in Novem-
ber 2019. During the pandemic, we continued
our dialogue via online, which was helpful to
maintain our partnership, however, we once again
realized the value of face-to-face opportunities
to have more candid and open-minded dialogue
with each other.

This year’s joint committee meeting was attended
by more than 200 participants from both the
Japanese and Turkish sides. We had a construc-
tive discussion on various topics including (1)
Investment and Business Environment in Ttirkiye,
(2) Bilateral Economic and Trade Relations and
Cooperation in Third Countries, and (3) Disaster
prevention and mitigation technologies and Co-
operation on Disaster Recovery. Inspiring pres-
entations were given by representatives of the
businesses, governments, and academics from
both countries, and the potential for further eco-
nomic cooperation in the future was strongly felt.

Economic relations between our two countries
have expanded rapidly since 2000, and the
number of Japanese companies in Turkiye has
steadily increased from 60 then to nearly 280 in
2022 and is expected to deepen further.

In recent years, Japan and Turkiye have promot-
ed bilateral cooperation and steadily expanded
trade relations in areas such as automobiles,
electronics, and machineries. As Turkiye en-
hances its strategic position as a gateway to
third-country markets such as Europe, the Middle
East, North Africa, and Central Asia, Japanese
companies can benefit greatly from enhanced
access to these regions. At the same time, Turkish
companies can also take advantage of Japan’s
advanced technology and expertise to create
higher value-added products and raise their mar-
ket competitiveness in foreign markets.

We strongly believe that the most important steps
to create synergy effects between businesses of
both countries are the conclusion of a Japan-
Turkiye Economic Partnership Agreement (here-
inafter, the EPA) and a Social Security Agreement
(hereinafter, the SSA). The conclusion of these
agreements will further strengthen the mutually
beneficial economic ties between the two coun-

At the
closing, DEIK and Keidanren published a joint statement
as an outcome of the joint committee meeting. In this joint
statement, we clearly requested an early conclusion of the
EPA and the SSA as a common request from both. We are
hoping the constructive discussion took place during the
joint committee meeting would spur the negotiation process.

Next year will mark the 100th anniversary of the establish-
ment of diplomatic relations between Japan and Turkiye.
