Education is ongoing at the Coskundz Education Foundation’s education complex in Kirikhan, Hatay

The Coskunéz Education Foundation, dedicated to supporting
the earthquake-affected region from the outset, inaugurated an
educational complex in Hatay's Kirkhan district for the 2023-2024
academic year. Spanning 18,830 square meters, the complex
comprises four buildings, boasting a total of 40 classrooms.
With a student capacity of 954, the facility includes primary and
secondary school buildings, each equipped with 12 classrooms,
along with a vocational high school building. Additionally, a
kindergarten featuring 4 classrooms is part of this comprehensive
educational initiative. Through the incorporation of dual education
in both the primary and secondary school buildings, the overall
student enrollment within the complex has now reached 2,000.

Within the primary school building, facilities have been enhanced
to include a science and visual arts workshop, a dedicated music
classroom, a spacious physical education hall, and an activity room.
Inthe middle school building, students have access to a well-equipped
science laboratory, a versatile visual arts and technology design
workshop, a designated music classroom, and a fully-equipped physical
education hall. The high school building offers physics, chemistry, and
biology laboratories, three food technology labs, as well as dedicated
spaces for visual arts and music classrooms. It also includes a multi-
purpose hall for various activities.

The complex, completed in a swift four months, features single-
storey buildings with courtyards, designed in harmony with Anatolian
architecture. The earthquake-resistant buildings, constructed with
steel frameworks, seamlessly blend modern design with elements
inspired by Hatay's tradiitional architecture. The earthquake-resistant
buildings, constructed with steel frameworks, seamlessly blend
modern design with elements inspired by Hatay's traditional
architecture.

REFLECTIONS ON THE GLOBAL
AND TURKISH LANDSCAPE IN 2023
AND EXPECTATIONS FOR 2024

Diinyada ve Tl'irkiye’dé 2023 Yili Gerceklesmeleri ve

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Initially at 3,5 percent in 2022, growth is
anticipated to decelerate to 3 percent in
2023 and to below 3 percent in 2024

The global economy, initially rocked by the pandemic and
subsequently by the conflict between Russia and Ukraine,
continues to grapple with the aftermath of these significant
shocks in 2023. Despite a decline in global inflation, driven by
heightened energy costs stemming from geopolitical risks, it
remains above the desired levels. Consequently, the need for a
tight monetary policy is expected to persist for some time. The
global growth, which was 3.5 percent in 2022, is expected to
decrease to 3 percent in 2023. This decline is notably influenced
by the subdued growth performance of developed countries,
indicating a growth rate below the historical average. In summa-
ry, 2023 marked a year characterized by both sluggish growth
and high inflation. A noteworthy aspect of 2023 is that, despite
interest rate hikes throughout the year, economies successfully
navigated a soft landing without experiencing a hard landing.

The global economic performance in 2023 varies between
developed and developing countries. Growth in developed
countries, initially at 2.6 percent in 2022, is projected to de-
crease to 1.5 percent in 2023 and further to 1.4 percent in
2024. The primary factor contributing to the pronounced con-
traction in growth in these countries is the delayed recovery
of European nations from the repercussions of the energy
shocks stemming from the Russia-Ukraine war. Conversely,
the growth performance in developing countries experienced
amore modest decline compared to 2022. Initially at 4.1 per-
centin 2022, growth is expected to decelerate to 4 percent in
both 2023 and 2024. Among emerging economies, China’s
performance fell short of expectations, primarily attributed to
issues in the real estate market and a decline in investment
amid waning confidence.

Another crucial issue in 2023 was the battle against infla-
tion. Global inflation has commenced a descent, driven by
tight monetary policy measures, particularly from the central
banks of advanced economies. Projected to decrease from

8.7 percentin 2022, global inflation is expected to reach 6.9
percent in 2023 and further decline to 5.8 percent in 2024.
Even at present, inflation remains above the 2 percent target
for numerous countries. This suggests that the battle against
inflation will persist into 2024. Forecasts indicate that by the
end of 2025, inflation could be successfully lowered to more
desirable levels. Nevertheless, there is an expectation that
developed countries, notably the FED and the ECB, have
concluded their series of interest rate hikes and might initiate
interest rate cuts as of mid-2024.

In tandem with diminishing global growth rates, global trade
has experienced a downward trajectory. While global trade
sharply declined in the last quarter of 2022, there were expec-
tations for a rebound in 2023 as China reopened its borders.
Nevertheless, China’s inability to meet anticipated economic
performance continued to adversely affect global trade. After
expanding by 5.1 percent in 2022, global merchandise trade
is projected to grow by a modest 0.8 percent in 2023 and
then rebound to 3.5 percent in 2024.

On the contrary, Turkiye embarked on 2023 with positive
momentum according to leading indicators but faced a
temporary slowdown in industrial production due to the
earthquake disasters in early February. Despite the adverse
effects of the deceleration in global growth on foreign trade,
the economy expanded by 4 percent and 3.9 percent in the
first two quarters of the year, fueled by robust household
consumption.

From the second half of the year onward, the primary focus
of economic policy has been to curb inflation and attain a
more balanced growth composition. In this context, a tight
monetary policy relying on interest rate hikes has been imple-
mented, with a priority on policies to boost the confidence of
international investors. Additionally, micro policies have been
emphasized to prevent the escalating cost of interest from
disrupting investment, production, and exports.

The growth data for the third quarter of the year was the initial
set of results influenced by these policies. The 5.9 percent
growth rate was propelled by consumption, which, though
still robust, began to have a diminishing impact. Instead,
the growth was fueled by investments, surging by 14.7
percent, and exports, which had been making a negative
contribution for three consecutive quarters since the last
quarter of 2022, grew by 1.1 percent in this quarter. However,
on the supply side, the manufacturing industry, which had
been experiencing negative growth since the last quarter of
2022, expanded by 6.2 percent in this quarter. The growth
in the first three quarters amounted to 4.7 percent following
the 5.9 percent expansion. In the Medium-Term Program,
the growth estimate for 2023 stands at 4.4 percent, and

Azalan kuresel buylme oranlarina paralel olarak kiresel
ticarette azalma egiliminde olmustur. 2022 yilinin son
ceyreginde hizla azalan kuresel ticaretin Cin'in sinirlarini
yeniden agmasiyla 20283 yilinda artmasi beklenmekteydi.
Ancak Cin'in beklenen ekonomik performansi gdstere-
memesi kuresel ticareti de olumsuz etkilemeye devam
etmistir. 2022 yilinda yuzde 5,1 oraninda buyuyen kuresel
mal ticaretinin 2023 yilinda ytizde 0,8 oraninda buytime-
si, 2024 yilinda ise buyumenin ytizde 3,5’e yukselmesi
beklenmektedir.

Turkiye ise 2023 yilina 6ncu gostergelere gore pozitif bir
sekilde baslasa da subat ayinin basinda yasadigimiz
deprem felaketleri sebebiyle sanayi Uretiminde gecici bir
yavaslamaya tanik olmustur. Kuresel blytmedeki yavasla-
manin dis ticaretimizi olumsuz etkilemesine ragmen guclu
hane halki tuketimi sayesinde yilin ilk iki geyreginde sira-
slyla ytizde 4 ve yuzde 3,9 oraninda buyume gostermistir.

attainable. Nevertheless, it will be imperative to prioritize
a structure in which household consumption diminishes,
and there is a shift towards investment and exports in the
composition of growth.

Our exports in 2023 increase by 0.6 percent compared to 2022
and recahed to 255.8 billion USD. Low growth rates and a de-
crease in global trade, particularly in Europe, our primary export
partner, persisted in harming our export performance in 2023.

On the inflation front, the measures implemented since the sec-
ond half of 2023 have bolstered market confidence, initiating a
process in which expectations are better managed. In this context,
inflation declined to 64.8 percent, slightly below both the market
expectation and the official estimate of 65 percent.

In 2024, it is projected that consumption expenditures will
decrease, and the growth performance will be oriented to-
wards investment and exports. In this context, the growth
expectation of 4.4 percent in 2023 is expected to decrease
to 4 percent in 2024, considering the overall decline in global
economic growth.

In 2023, global trade in goods witnessed a 0.8 percent
increase, and it is expected to further rise to 3.5 percent in
2024. This presents an opportunity for our export-led growth
model. In 2024, with an expected growth rate of 4 percent,
our exports are projected to increase by 4.7 percent, reaching
265 billion USD.

From the second half of 2023, the tangible impact of the
stringent monetary policy based on interest rate hikes is
anticipated to become more pronounced, extending into the
second half of 2024. As aresult, inflation, which stood at 65
percent at the end of 2023, is anticipated to drop below 40
percent by the end of 2024.

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In 2024, the perspective of credit rating agencies toward
Turkiye and, consequently, the preference of international
investors for Turkish assets will play a crucial role in achieving
4 percent growth and reducing inflation. Initial statements by
credit rating agencies in this context have been positive, with
S&P and Moody's recently revising Turkiye's rating outlook
from stable to positive. In 2024, this process is anticipated
to be supported by rating upgrades, and capital flows to
Turkiye are expected to increase.

Finally, I would like to conclude by addressing the impact
of the earthquake on public finances. The earthquakes we
experienced in February will contribute to an impact on public
finances by augmenting the budget deficit. Nonetheless, this
impact is projected to be temporary, encompassing only
the years 2023 and 2024, and is not expected to adversely
affect Turkiye's risk premium. In this context, the general
government budget deficit is expected to be 5.4 percent in
2023 and 6 percent in 2024, eventually narrowing to meet
the Maastricht criterion of 3 percent in 2025. The EU-defined
general government debt stock is forecasted to increase
to 33.3 percent in 2023 and 35.2 percent in 2024, before
commencing a downward trend.

Our relations between Trkiye and Africa persist through
a comprehensive strategic partnership grounded in ties of
friendship and brotherhood. We hosted the Turkiye-Africa
IV. Business and Economic Forum in Istanbul on October
12-13, 2023. During the Forum, a total of 9,800 business
meetings and G2B sessions were conducted, leading to
the signing of cooperation agreements with four organiza-
tions. We successfully secured new business partnerships
totaling around 245 million USD, primarily in infrastructure
and construction. Additionally, collaborations extended
into diverse sectors such as food and agriculture, digital
technologies, and manufacturing. In line with the President’s
policy of engaging with Africa, we intend to undertake nu-
merous activities with our African counterparts, fostering
an atmosphere of equal partnership and mutual benefit.
In this context, as DEIK, we are establishing platforms to
cultivate collaboration projects with third countries, with a
particular focus on Hungary, Japan, France, Germany, and
the UK, within the African continent.

Our ASEAN Working Group diligently monitors the develop-
ments of the ASEAN Regional Comprehensive Economic
Partnership Agreement (RCEP). Negotiations for Free Trade
Agreements (FTA) and agreement initiatives with the region
by major economic actors such as the US, EU, and China
are advancing swiftly. Strategically aligning ourselves with
forthcoming agreements, we aim to position Turkiye as a
pivotal investment, production, and export hub bridging
the gap between the US-EU and the Asia Pacific region.
To achieve these goals, we engaged in this year's ASEAN
meetings held in China and Indonesia. We are drawing
nearer to the region through the Ministry of Trade’s “Far
Countries Strategy” and the Ministry of Foreign Affairs’ “Asia
Again” initiative.

In this context, “Agenda 2063” and the “UN 2030 Sustain-
able Development Goals” hold great significance for the
relations between Turkiye and the African Union.

North African countries play a substantial role in Turkiye's
exports to the African continent. In 2022, a significant por-
tion, accounting for 52.3 percent, of Turkiye’'s 23.6 billion
USD worth of exports to Africa was directed to Egypt, Mo-
rocco, Libya, and Algeria. Among these countries, Egypt
maintained its position as the leader with 4.6 billion USD in
exports, as in previous years. Examining the top 10 sectors
with the highest exports to Africa in 2022, the energy sector
witnessed the most substantial increase with a growth rate
of 106 percent, whereas gold jewellery exports experienced
a contraction of 28 percent.

North African countries prominently feature in Turkiye’'s
imports from the African continent. In 2022, Egypt, South
Africa, Algeria, Morocco, and Libya took the lead in imports,
contributing to three-quarters of the total imports from Africa.
Turkiye”s imports from Africa in 2022 witnessed a 15 percent
increase compared to the previous year.

The energy and gold and jewelry sectors play crucial roles in
imports to African countries. In comparison to the previous
year, these imports experienced a notable increase of 70
percent, with energy imports growing by 43 percent. Follow-
ing closely behind, in terms of imports to African countries,
are the inorganic chemicals and iron and steel sectors.

In this context, we are committed to further developing our
relations with Africa in 2024 and will continue our activities
in alignment with the “win-win” principle.

During the same period, the
overall export figure with other Eurasian countries reached
25.4 billion USD, compared to the previous 20.2 billion USD.
We maintain a trade deficit in our foreign trade with the region,
primarily due to the substantial imports of natural gas, oil, and
other energy resources from Eurasian countries. Indeed, our
trade deficit, which stood at 19.8 billion USD in 2021, experi-
enced a significant increase, reaching 46.9 billion USD in 2022.

Eurasian countries play a significant role in the realm of interna-
tional contracting services. In the distribution of approximately
493 billion USD of foreign construction projects undertaken to
date by the country, Russia and Turkmenistan emerge as the top
two, with respective shares of 19.9 percent and 10.8 percent.

In summary, we can affirm that the commercial and economic
cooperation between Turkiye and Eurasian countries has
demonstrated positive development overall. Indeed, the trade
data for 2023 further underscores significant increases, building
upon the positive trends observed in 2022.

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EU subsidies stand as external factors
negatively impacting the development
processes of developing and least-
developed countries

The European Regional Comprehensive Economic Co-
operation (RCEP) ranks as the world's third-largest inte-
gration initiative by GDP following the regional articulation
movements of the US-Mexico-Canada (USMCA). Despite
adecline in soft power between the Bosnian Crisis and the
Palestine War, the European Union remains a formidable
force in the global economy. Furthermore, the EU is a key
player in the WTO, holding considerable influence and
standing as a leader or among the leaders globally in areas
such as negotiation, foreign aid, foreign capital, technology
transfer, and other aspects of the world economy. Hence,
the EU’s international measures are not solely economic
policy practices; they encompass multidimensional ge-
opolitical and geoeconomic implications that reverberate
significantly in global diplomacy. The European Green
Deal should be recognized as a highly significant global
policy initiative of considerable magnitude.

Governments across the world are using subsidies
to support the green transition. Green subsidies
can be helpful when there are market failures. When
carbon emissions are underpriced in relation to
their true cost to society or preferable policy solu-
tions (such as carbon pricing) are not in place,
subsidies can steer businesses and consumers
towards clean technologies that are less polluting
while also lowering the costs of those technologies.
But subsidies should be carefully targeted to cor-
rect market failures and they should not discrim-
inate between firms, be they foreign or domestic,
old or new, large or small. They must be consistent
with World Trade Organization rules, too.” An IMF
official, leveraging their expert insight, cautiously
raises concerns about potential drawbacks of the
subsidy programs planned by the EU, delivering
the message in a tactful manner. The author, an
expert in IMF Finance and international monetary
issues, expresses concern as they keenly per-
ceive that the EU’s Carbon Border Adjustment
Mechanism is, in fact, a secondary and marginal
concern. The primary issue, as sensed by the
author, revolves around the subsidy programs
proposed by Brussels, which potentially contra-
vene the principles of the WTO and the Global
Trading System.

The extensive global subsidy programs currently
undertaken by the EU stand out as major points
of contention for developing countries, trigger-
ing numerous complaints in the WTO and other
forums. EU subsidies constitute external factors
that adversely impact the development process-
es of developing and least-developed countries,
particularly in the agricultural sector. The EU exerts
substantial pressure on the agricultural sectors of
developing countries, particularly through subsidy
programs that align with the WTO Agreement on
Agriculture and the WTO Subsidies Code. The
support programs under the EU Green Deal have
evolved into an extensive, long-term initiative, en-
compassing agriculture, industry, and various other
sectors.

The EGD subsidy programs under consideration
are deemed to inevitably undermine the fair com-
petition environment in international trade and
have an adverse impact on the competitiveness
of developing countries, including Tirkiye, particu-
larly in the realm of exports. In summary, the EGD
program appears to exert significant competitive
pressure on sectors within the EU, particularly
in the Mediterranean, North Africa, and Tdrkiye.
Moreover, within the context of strategies aimed
at boosting energy imports as part of the green
transition, Russia, China, and BRICS countries as

geographical and economic fragmentation. In the
ultimate analysis, considering the substantial finan-
cial burdens it entails, there exists the potential for
the EU’s macroeconomy to experience long-term
declines in total factor productivity.

The EU, the US, and other affluent nations are
poised to be short-term beneficiaries in the race
for green subsidies and incentives, thanks to their
substantial financial resources. Developing econ-
omies, constrained by limited financial resources,
may encounter challenges in competing with de-
veloped economies in an increasingly protectionist
world, primarily due to EU subsidies, loans, and
grants, particularly in industrial sector investments.
Nevertheless, it is likely that everyone will experi-
ence repercussions from EGD subsidies, although
not reaching the same extent and severity as the
Smoot-Hawley tariffs that triggered the global eco-
nomic crisis in the 1930s. The impact is anticipated
due to the contraction of the global economy and
the economic fallout from the Second World War,
along with the subsequent Wall Street crisis.

The European Green Deal (EGD) strategy positions
its member economies for the most substantial
economic system transformation since the Great
Depression of 1929 and the establishment of the
Bretton Woods System in 1944. While the EGD
2050 was initially presented based on climate
targets and sustainability principles, indications
suggest that the EGD strategy is evolving into a
comprehensive transformation plan. This trans-
formation aims to bolster the EU’s competitive
strength in response to heightened competitive
tensions between the USA-Asia, USA-Europe, and
Atlantic Economies-BRICS. These tensions have
intensified following the significant power shifts
in the global economy around the 2009 global
financial crisis.

It is evident that the EU, through the EGD, is not
solely pursuing an environmental or internation-
al trade strategy centred on carbon pricing and
border taxation. Instead, it is gearing up for a
comprehensive transformation in the commer-
cial and economic system, facilitated by the new
and upcoming supports, as well as the multi-di-
mensional sectoral policies it plans to enact. The
CBAM aspect of the EGD appears to concen-
trate specifically on the strategic implementation
of carbon pricing as a targeted policy measure,
primarily aimed at mitigating leakages. However,
given the scale of the anticipated public expendi-
tures and the extent of the envisioned changes in
the commercial and economic system, the risks

Apart from the competitive disadvantages stemming from
Keynesian EU expenditures aligned with the trillions of euros
under the US Roosevelt policies, the potential introduction
of CBA regulation by the EU poses notable risks and uncer-
tainties for the export of Turkish sectors with a high carbon
footprint to both the EU and global markets. Ttirkiye should
adopt a proactive approach in terms of export market entry
policies and concurrently address the defensive aspects of
competition externalities concerning imports.

European Commission President Ursula von der Leyen sug-
gested that “the implementation of the Carbon Border Tax
should be in full compliance with WTO rules, should start with
a number of selected sectors and be gradually expanded”
(von der Leyen, 2019). Nevertheless, within the WTO, where
each member holds veto power, numerous countries raise
concerns about how the Carbon Border Adjustment (CBA)
will align with WTO rules as envisioned by the EU. These
countries voice objections to Commission officials.

As the matter holds the potential to address competitive im-
balances arising from international trade, it transcends being
solely a sustainability concern. Positioned at the intersection
of environment and competition, it becomes contentious on
the WTO platform, harboring the potential to trigger political
and legal conflicts and disagreements.

In conclusion, the policies under the EU Green Deal remain a
crucial matter that requires closer examination and dynamic
monitoring. It is imperative to assess and strategically address
these policies in diplomacy, considering the axis of national
interests across international platforms, including the WTO.
This is particularly essential due to the potential adverse
impacts on the Turkish economy and trade.

4. JIGOKUDANI MONKEY PARK, JAPAN

Jigokudani, translating to “Hell Valley,” derives its name from
the steaming and boiling water emerging from small cracks
in the frozen ground. It is encompassed by steep cliffs and
cold forests. The park is a habitat for snow monkeys, which
venture into the valley during winter and seek food in other
areas during the warmer months. These snow monkeys,
scientifically known as Macaca fuscata, descend steep
cliffs to bask in the warm waters flowing through the forest,
returning to the safety of the wooded area in the evening.

Strategically situated in East Africa, Djibouti hosts military
bases from the United States, China, France, Japan, Spain,
and Germany. The country’s economy relies on revenues
generated from port services and rents from military bases.

The Turkish Embassy’s opening in Djibouti and the visit of our
President, Recep Tayyip Erdogan, to the country in January
2015 positively influenced bilateral relations. To date, the two
countries have signed numerous protocols, memorandums of
understanding, and agreements in the fields of energy, health,
and the economy. On the flip side, Ttrkiye has been granted
5 million square meters of land to establish special economic
zones. The trade volume between Turkiye and Djibouti has
experienced rapid growth in recent years, with Turkish exports
surging from 300 million USD to 530 million USD.

A feasibility report for the allocated 5 million square meters
will be prepared and presented, showcasing investment and
logistics opportunities for our companies. This is expected to
contribute to a further increase in our trade volume. Beyond the
energy sector, there are favourable investment opportunities
for Turkish companies in Djibouti within the service and retail
sectors. Turkish companies can contribute significantly to
addressing Djibouti’s infrastructure gaps in construction and
enhancing the productivity of traditional animal husbandry
practices. Hence, it is a crucial sector in the context of foreign
trade.

Conversely, investors in Djibouti may grapple with challenges
such as importing food, electricity, and fuel, a shortage of
clean drinking water, elevated electricity costs, budget deficits,
limited equity capital, high unemployment, and a scarcity of
qualified personnel.

OPPORTUNITIES AND CHALLENGES IN DJIBOUTI

Dogu Afrika'da stratejik konumda yer alan Cibuti'de;
ABD, Cin, Fransa, Japonya, ispanya ve Almanya askeri
usleri bulunmaktadir. Ulke ekonomisi, liman hizmetleri
ve askerf Uslerin kira bedellerinden elde edilen gelirlerle
ayakta durmaktadir.

Cibuti’de Turkiye Buytkelgiligi'nin aciimasi ve Cumhur-
baskanimizin Ocak 2015'te Ulkeye gerceklestirdigi ziyaret
ikili iligkilere olumlu yansimistir. iki tilke arasinda bugtine
kadar enerji, saglik ve ekonomi alanlarinda pek ¢ok pro-
tokol, mutabakat zapti ve sézlesme imzalanmistir. Ote
yandan 6zel ekonomik bdélgeler olusturmak igin Turki-
ye'ye 5 milyon m? arsa tahsis edilmistir. Turkiye ve Cibuti
arasindaki ticaret hacmi ise son birkag sene icinde hizla
artmis ve Tdrkiye'nin ihracati 300 milyon dolardan 530
milyon dolara yukselmistir.

Ulkemize tahsis edilen 5 milyon m2‘lik alanin fizibilite
raporu yapilarak firmalarimizin yatinm ve lojistik imkan-
larina sunulmasi ticaret hacmimizin artmasina neden
olacaktir. Cibuti'de Tdrk firmalari icin enerji sektorunun
yani sira hizmet ve perakende sektdri de uygun yatinm
imkanlari sunmaktadir. Ulkede alt yapi ve tst yapinin
yetersiz olmasl ingaat faaliyetlerinde Trk firmalari etkin
rol oynayabilir; hayvancilik ise dusuk verimlilikte ve gele-
neksel yontemlerle yapilmaktadir. Bu sebeple dis ticaret
acisindan dnemli bir sektoruddir.
