We continue our activities with our Business Councils, Counter
Wing and Founding Organizations, and our workmates

Our Tdrkiye-Asia Pacific Business Councils, whose
Coordinator Chairmanship is carried out by Reha
Denemeg, President of the Vietnam Business Council
and DEIK YTK Member, continues its activities with 19
Business Councils in 17 countries and 2 regions with the
establishment of the Japan Business Council in 1986 and
the Sri Lanka Business Council in 2014.

We are in a process where the economic center of the world
is shifting from the west to the east, and in particular to the
Asia Pacific or Indo-Pacific region. While the rise of China and
India, the two giants of Asia, draws attention to this region, we
observe a process in which strategies are being rewritten in
the region. The Asia-Pacific concept, which once connected
the US to the Asian geography, is being replaced by the
Indo-Pacific concept. With this concept, the Indian Ocean
region is included within the existing Asia-Pacific borders.
In this way, in addition to Chinese power in the Asia-Pacific,
Indian power is likely to come to the fore in the Indo-Pacific.

The People’s Republic of China, which started to open up
to the outside world with its reforms at the end of the 70s,
has become a global actor in the international economy.
With the development of Japan, South Korea, and China,
as well as India and other major Asia-Pacific economies,
Asian countries’ share of world trade has increased and
their position in global value chains has strengthened.

Over the years, Asia’'s commodity groups subject
to international trade have shifted towards industrial
products, while their status as a consumption economy
has increased with the expanding middle class.

In this framework, the Asian region as a whole has
increasingly become a center of gravity for global
production and trade. We see that the locomotive of this
vast geography is the Asia-Pacific region and, once again,
the Indo-Pacific region.

Despite the fact that China’s Belt and Road Initiative (BRI) and
Turkiye's Middle Corridor Initiative (MCI) developed independently,
there is no denying their strong synergy. Their synergistic relation-
ship is essential to both programs’ overall success. Additionally,
this synergy strengthens ties with the Asia-Pacific area.

Both have an identical historical viewpoint. China’s contemporary
BRI primarily stems from the historic Silk Road. Concurrently,
Turkiye's MCI aims to resurrect the same cause.

Both encourage the growth of regional transportation tasks, particularly
as a means of supplanting established marine and land lines and
possibly cutting down on both travel time and expense. However, what
sets these targeted routes apart is their connection. The MCl and the
BRI's China-Central Asia-West Asia corridor overlap. However, neither
must always be an integration of the other but rather an extension.
By providing alternate routes to the Northern Corridor, BRI and MClI
assist each other in establishing land and sea connections between
Far East Asia and Europe across three continents.

Both have similar objectives when it comes to investing in or at-
tracting in trade and infrastructure through the use of constructed
routes. As a result, both programs encourage economic growth
and collaboration along the routes. Both have finished and are
working on several projects linked to the two programs in modern
times. There are many BRI projects spanning 173 nations world-
wide and Trkiye's side effort such as the The Baku-Tbilisi-Kars
(BTK) Railway, the Yavuz Sultan Selim Bridge, and the Marmaray,
all of which are located in Trkiye.

In essence, the two projects seek to provide a different route
that shortens land and marine travel in order to connect space
between east and west. It has benefited and will continue to assist
neighboring countries in a variety of fields, as well as fostering
cross-cultural exchanges. As a result, both of the initiatives further
Foreign Economic Relations Board's (DEIK) objective to seek out
local and foreign investment opportunities and to improve bilateral
trade between Turkiye and other possible partners. This is the
factor that would develop and attract investment.

Alternative routes from China to Europe
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Relations between BRI and MCI impact the Asia-Pacific region
significantly. As was previously noted, BRI and MCI connect east
and west, hence extending each other’s reach. The Asia-Pacific
narrative now makes perfect sense in numerous aspects.

First of all, a significant portion of the Asia-Pacific region was
shaped historically, culturally, linguistically, and through the tradi-
tions of the ancient Silk Road. Despite the fact that Turkiye and
the Asia-Pacific region trade via the Suez Canal, the Malacca
Strait, the Black Sea, etc., a quicker and more efficient method of
trading is always appealing. MCl is difficult to overlook because
the majority of Asia-Pacific nations have economic ties with China
and are benefiting from the BRI.

Now that routes are more accessible, including subregions like
Southeast Asia, Central Asia, South Asia, and the South Pacific,
the connected routes undoubtedly attract more attention to the
Asia Pacific region. As a matter of fact, BRI has been pouring a
great deal of money into the region over the course of a decade,
completing 195 projects and planning another 100, which include
rail, road, and pipeline networks as well as port facilities. We can
examine Southeast Asia as an example. BRI was only getting
started in 2013, but the initiative picked up steam very rapidly.
According to Singapore Business Federation (SBF) and Price-
waterhouseCoopers (PwC) (2020), there were 19 BRI projects in
Southeast Asia that were prioritized in 2019 and had a combined
valuation of USD 15 billion. Southeast Asia had almost doubled the
number of BRI-related programs by 2024. Of the 34 infrastructure
megaprojects in the region that each’s value is $1 billion or more,

Additionally, Ttrkiye's inflows
of foreign direct investment into ASEAN rose from 25 million US
dollars in 2019 to 273 million US dollars in 2023, which represents
an increase of 11 times in 4 years.

As a result, from the example of Southeast Asia, the Asia Pacific
region and BRI with MCI have solid connections. Furthermore,
Turkiye has declared its interest in and intention to collaborate with
this region since 2019 through the Asia Anew Initiative. Although
MCl appears to benefit much of Central Asia more than the rest of
the region, it is still linking Asia-Pacific nations to Europe.

No country, especially in the Asia Pacific region, can ever truly
ignore the current state of affairs, particularly with regard to interna-
tional transportation and the development of logistics infrastructure,
which are also regarded as crucial components of the system of
economic links intoday’s world. Countries in the Asia-Pacific region
ought to participate in it in some capacity, or maybe design the
brand-new, enlarging way. Should BRI and MCI build roads all the
way to farther part of Asia Pacific region? Perhaps not right now,
as there is a need to first improve the roads and collaboration in
the existing routes.

To harvest more of the two initiatives, there are still certain obstacles
to overcome. Examples include the local conflicts and wars, the
US and certain Western nations’ unfavorable policies, and the
significance of taking the effectiveness of the participating coun-
tries’ national coordination committees into account. A capable
group with a common goal will complete the task with ease. There
is always hope and a method to go forward for a better future

In this
framework, it is crucial to enhance Turkiye's access to Asian mar-
kets and expand the market shares of its service sectors, including
education, exhibitions, real estate, cultural and creative industries,
logistics and transportation, health and sports tourism, management
consultancy, green services, and other service industries.

Asian countries are marked also by their significant investment po-
tential. Ttrkiye provides a conducive environment for international
companies to connect with the global value chain, thanks to its
strategic location, free trade network—including a customs union
with the EU—robust logistics infrastructure, diverse production
capabilities, substantial incentives, a cost-competitive qualified
labour force, industrial clustering, and a liberal investment climate.

Overseas contracting services are among the sectors where
Ttirkiye demonstrates competitiveness in terms of cost, quality,
and duration. The success and prestige of the Turkish con-
tracting sector, particularly in executing significant projects in
its immediate region, serve as the primary reference point for
pursuing new projects in a broader geography.

WHAT ARE YOUR THOUGHTS ON THE ASIA-
PACIFIC REGION? WHAT KIND OF A REGION
IS ASIA-PACIFIC?

Asia-Pacific was one of the most economically important
regions of the world before the 1800s. During this period,
the region prospered thanks to agriculture and maritime
trade. However, after the 1800s, with the Industrial Revolution,
commercial activity in the East shifted to the West, especially the
US and the UK. With the technological and industrial growth of
the West, Asia’s economic influence declined. In the late 1980s,
with the industrial and technology-oriented development moves
of Japan, South Korea, and China, Asia began to rise again.
Although the fall of the Berlin Wall in 1989 and the dissolution
of Russia brought the West to the forefront, Asia, under China’s
leadership, is emerging as a strong economic bloc.

On the other hand, Turkiye is a strategic bridge between
Asia and Europe. Throughout history, important trade routes
such as the Silk Road passed through Turkiye, increasing
its importance as a trade center.

Asia, on the
other hand, is proliferating economically and increasing its
influence in the world economy.

WHAT IS THE RELATIONSHIP BETWEEN
TURKIYE AND ASIA PACIFIC COUNTRIES?

Turkiye is historically a Western-oriented country, with 50
percent of its exports going to European Union countries.
Turkiye's industry, agriculture, and tourism are integrated
with the West, but this does not diminish interest in Asia.
In recent years, Turkiye has been seeking diversification in

Under this strategy, the Ministry of Trade provides
incentives for Turkish exporters to trade with 18 distant
countries, 11 of which are located in the Asia-Pacific region.

Turkish Airlines (THY), as the airline flying to the most desti-
nations in the world, is strengthening Ttirkiye's global trade
links. THY’s strong presence in Asia contributes significantly
to Tuirkiye's trade relations with this region. As DEIK, we also
support Turkiye's trade and diplomatic relations with Asia.
The business diplomacy activities that we have been con-
ducting since 1992 are carrying Turkiye's relations with the
region to a higher level day by day. Free trade agreements
with countries such as Malaysia, Singapore, and South Ko-
rea are increasing Turkiye's exports to this region. Especially
with China, Japan, and South Korea, mutual investments
and trade relations have strengthened.

HOW DO ASIA-PACIFIC COUNTRIES VIEW
TURKIYE?

Asian countries’ interest and investments in Ttrkiye have
increased in recent years. Asia’s 10 ASEAN countries and
economic cooperation agreements such as the RCER which
was established in 2022, offer opportunities for Turkiye to
increase its trade with this region. However, Asia-Pacific
countries look at Turkiye from different perspectives. Turkiye
has strong historical and cultural ties with countries such
as South Korea and Japan. Our trade relations with these
countries are supported by deeper and long-term cooper-
ation. On the other hand, relations with Malaysia, India, and
China have also developed rapidly in recent years.

According to 2023 data, our foreign trade deficit with the
Asia-Pacific region is 77 billion dollars. This deficit shows that
Turkiye needs to develop a more balanced trade strategy
with the region. In addition, it should not be ignored that
some products exported from Turkiye are not actually of
Turkish origin, but are produced by international brands.

As can be seen from the table, we have a foreign trade deficit
against every country in our relations with the region. The largest
foreign trade deficit is against China, which we import the most.
In 2023, our foreign trade deficit against China alone accounted
for about 40 percent of our total foreign trade deficit. The ratio
of our exports to imports is 7.3 percent against a country where
our exports are 3.3 percent. Such a high deficit against a country
from which we do not import energy is an issue that needs to
be emphasized. In terms of sectors, electrical appliances,
machinery, iron and steel, automotive and organic chemicals,
in other words, according to a broad economic comparison,
both consumer goods and intermediate goods and investment
products come to the forefront in our imports from China.

When we look at other countries, there are only 3 countries
where our exports exceed the threshold of 1 billion dollars:
China, India, and South Korea.

In general, this picture shows that as a country, we need to give
more importance to this geography.

In 2013, the Ministry of Trade put into force the Free Trade Agree-
ment with South Korea, one of the countries in the region, and
later added provisions covering investment and services to this
agreement as of 2018. This was followed by Free Trade Agree-
ments signed with Malaysia in 2015 and Singapore in 2017.
However, despite these agreements, we still have a trade deficit
with these countries, which calls for more careful negotiation of
free trade agreements. Negotiations on Free Trade Agreements
or Preferential Trade Agreements with Japan, Thailand, and
Indonesia are being carried out by the Ministry of Trade.

Another important work of the Ministry of Trade concerning the
region is the Distant Countries Strategy. Two-thirds of Turkiye's
exports are to relatively close countries such as European
countries, the Middle East and Gulf region, and North Africa.

Following the implementation of the Agreements on Anti-Dump-
ing Measures, Countervailing Duties and Safeguards after the
establishment of the World Trade Organization (WTO) in 1995,
many countries began initiating investigations and adopting these
measures to protect their domestic producers from the harmful
effects of imports. An analysis of countries that have employed
these measures, collectively referred to as “trade policy defence
instruments”, since 1995 demonstrates that developing countries
primarily use safeguard measures, anti-dumping measures are
widely applied by both developed and developing nations and
countervailing measures are mostly implemented by developed
countries (such as USA, EU, Canada, etc.) against developing
countries (such as China, India, Turkiye, etc.).

CHINA’S RISE AND INCREASING
PROTECTIONISM

Having fundamentally shifted its foreign trade policy in the 1980s
by adopting an export-oriented growth strategy, China began to
see the benefits of this shift in the 2000s. In 1970, China’s share
of global trade was just 0.6 percent, increasing to 3.2 percent
by 2000 and reaching 11.4 percent by the end of 2023. China’s
rise is largely the result of aggressively marketing products pro-
duced with low-cost labour to the global market, often without
an immediate focus on profit. This occurred within an economy
lacking private enterprise, where firms received substantial gov-
ernment subsidies. As a result of these policies, China has likely
been the country most frequently subjected to investigations and
measures related to trade policy defence instruments since the
establishment of the WTO.

The globalization and free trade environment, which has expanded
globally since the 1980s, has recently given way to trade wars,
marked by rising import duties, with or without considering interna-
tional trade rules. Since the second half of the 2010s, in particular,
global protectionism has surged, multilateral trade negotiations

erated, and the WTO'’s Appellate Body has been largely rendered
ineffective. Undoubtedly, the primary target of these measures has
been China'’s unstoppable rise in global exports. In 2018, the US
imposed an additional 25 percent tariff on steel products and a
10 percent tariff on aluminium products, citing national security
concerns. Similarly, in 2019, the EU, and in 2021, the UK, imposed
25 percent safeguard measures on steel products. Once more,
the EU Commission launched an investigation into subsidies for
Chinese electric vehicles at the end of 2023 and implemented
provisional measures in July 2024. As of August 2024, the US
has imposed additional measures, including a 100 percent tariff
on electric vehicles from China and a 50 percent tariff on semi-
conductors. Canada has also implemented a 25 percent tariff on
Chinese steel and aluminium products, as well as a 100 percent
tariff on electric vehicles, set to take effect in October 2024.

In response, China announced the “Belt and Road Initiative” project
in 2013, aiming to counter the rising protectionism directed against
it. In this context, the Chinese government has signed bilateral
agreements with over 50 countries to enhance cooperation in
logistics and production through mutual investments. The Chinese
government has already established Special Economic Zones
in Indonesia, Pakistan, Egypt, Ethiopia, Kenya, Sri Lanka, and
Cambodia.

from other countries. As a result, countervailing measures could
be implemented against such subsidies, leading to signing of the
Agreement on Subsidies and Countervailing Measures in 1994,
with participation from 123 countries. Transnational subsidies is
a concept that has recently gained prominence, although it was
not considered when the Agreement was drafted. Transnational
subsidies can be defined as financial support provided by one
country to producers in another country.

Since the establishment of the WTO, transnational subsidies have
not been included as part of any subsidy program in investigations
and have generally been excluded until recently. However, recent
international investments by China, particularly under the Belt and
Road policy, have started to bring the concept of transnational
subsidization into subsidy investigations.

Transnational subsidies first appeared in subsidy investigations
in 2019, when the EU Commission initiated two separate inves-
tigations into different types of glass fibre products originating
from Egypt.

Transnational subsidies were examined for the second time in
the EU Commission’s subsidy investigation launched in February
2021, focusing on stainless steel from India and Indonesia.

The Indonesian government raised the issue of the EU Commis-
sion’s use of transnational subsidies in subsidy investigations with
the WTO Dispute Settlement Body, leading to the establishment
of Panel DS616 in September 2023. To date, both Indonesia
and the EU have submitted written and oral presentations to the
Panel. The Panel report is expected to be published toward the
end of the year.

Being the country that applies countervailing measures against
subsidies most frequently worldwide, the USA removed the
restriction on the US Department of Commerce investigating
transnational subsidies within subsidy investigations through
legislative amendments made in March this year. It remains to be
seen whether the US will incorporate transnational subsidies into
its new subsidy investigations in the upcoming period.

RISKS AWAITING THE BUSINESS
WORLD

Developing countries, which are advancing their indus-
trialization and logistics infrastructure, have recently
been making significant efforts to attract foreign in-
vestors. Through the Belt and Road project, China
has invested in infrastructure across many developing
countries in Asia and Africa, established industrial
zones, and facilitated investments by Chinese com-
panies in these regions. Protectionism has surged,
particularly in the last 10 years, following the rapid rise
of developing countries, especially China, in global
trade. In subsidy investigations, transnational subsidies
granted by the Chinese government in various coun-
tries have been examined in ways never seen before.
Whether this new concept falls under the scope of the
WTO Subsidy Agreement is still a matter of debate.
However, the potential for the EU Commission, the
USA, and countries like Canada, Australia, and the
United Kingdom—who often follow these countries’
practices—to consider transnational subsidies in up-
coming subsidy investigations against developing
countries, including Turkiye, is a risk factor that the
business world should prepare for.

The
trade volume surpassed USD 6 billion, highlighting the depth of
economic cooperation between the two nations.

The Silk Road has been the name of a route almost as old as
humanity. The trade that started in the first known periods of human
mobility has created many routes. One of the most well-known
and famous routes of these routes today is the “Silk Road”. This
route, named after the raw material silk, the most demanded and
expensive and light commercial product of the period, maintained
its importance until the 16th century but was left behind with the
development of seafaring in the world.

Starting from China, the route reaches Europe via the Mediterra-
nean and Anatolia and extends to England. Today, this route has
been a guide in the development of both country borders and
transit routes. The first known statements about the Silk Road
(484 BC - 425 BC) are found in Herodotus' narratives. Throughout
history, many important products such as silk, porcelain, and
spices, especially silk, were traded in caravans on thousands of
kilometers of road from east to west.

Of course, this road was not only about trade. Like the cause and
effect steps of historical events, the Silk Road brought many more
interactions besides trade. Before the 16th century, China and
India, which were defined as the East due to the chaos and civil
wars in the West for most of the period before the 16th century,
were peaceful regions where good products and producers were
produced with quality raw materials. Due to the long distances
between the two regions, the interaction between the two extremes
of India and the United Kingdom was also weak. This intensive
trade of goods on the Silk Road was the most effective channel of
interaction between the two sides of the world. As communication
between two different cultures increased, mutual beliefs began
to influence each other. Christian Western societies, which were
introduced to the mystical beliefs of the East, likewise introduced
Christianity to Eastern societies through the Bible and, of course,
through the colonial policies that would follow. Beyond beliefs,
mutual cultural influence also contributed to the learning of lan-
guages and the spread of scientific innovations.

barter culture became a common behavior in different cultures.
Diseases also spread. Many infectious diseases spread from
west to east and east to west along these routes of commercial
mobility.

These diseases, which caused
the deaths of millions of people, are known to have spread to
Europe, Asia, and Africa.

Trade started to be carried out
over the seas, especially by Portuguese sailors. In the following
centuries, these routes would also develop and canals would be
formed. The development of seafaring in the world also triggered
the start of a new era. After the conquest of Istanbul, the coun-
tries that dominated the sea routes had moved from trade with
intermediaries on the highways to trade where producers and
customers were directly involved. In addition to the Silk Road, the
Spice Road and many other similar routes lost their importance
with the development of sea routes.

The Silk Road, which has been the route of trade for hundreds
of years and caused the formation of dozens of centers on it,
has also caused the construction of works whose traces are still
seen in Anatolian lands. While the route starting from Cizre in the
south continues through Hasankeyf, the route starting from East
Beyazit continues through Erzurum and Sivas. In various parts of
Anatolia, it is possible to see the caravanserais that we can see
today and the structures used as trade centers.

Looking at the world of the twenty-first century, it is possible to see
that many details and transactions in global trade, from logistics
centers to warehouses, from collateral processes to precious
metals and foreign exchange transactions, have their roots in the
needs of this route. Considering the state of the art in advanced
technology, we are looking forward to a century in which we start
to talk about Al applications in international trade. No matter how
much technology develops or how much the diversity of products
increases, the continuity of global trade will always continue. Hun-
dreds of years of trade with camels and horse-drawn carriages
are now being carried out by huge freighters, trains, and trucks.
New routes and new technologies will always continue to exist.

The country, which has important
natural beauties especially in terms of tourism, has a great
hydroelectric energy potential thanks to the Andes Mountains.
The country has rich fishing resources along its coasts. The
arid lands in the north are adorned with mineral deposits.

Chile, the first Latin American country to recognize our country
after the proclamation of our Repubilic, is the only country in the
Latin America and Caribbean (LAC) region with which we have
signed a Free Trade Agreement (FTA). Despite factors such as
geographical distance and the lack of direct flights in the country,
which has the best functioning customs regime in the region,
which restrict the mutual visits of business people, there has
been an upward trend in trade relations and contacts between
the two countries and there have been positive developments
in the interest of mutual companies in the market.

While the foreign trade volume between the two countries
was 750 million dollars in 2022, it decreased by 30 percent
to 521 million dollars in 2023. However, while our exports to
Chile amounted to USD 469.1 million in 2022, our imports
amounted to USD 209.9 million.

Chile’s export products are copper, lithium, iodine, Pacific
salmon, forestry products, fresh grapes and cherries, while its
import products are mineral fuels, motor vehicles, machinery
parts, electronic devices, iron-steel and pharmaceuticals.

The rich cultural heritage and tourist potential of Nepal, which
is strategically located, creates an important attraction point
for Turkish tourists and investors. At the same time, Nepal's
potential in the agricultural sector creates cooperation
opportunities for Turkish food and agricultural companies. In
this context, Turkiye's strategy of opening up to Asia aims to
deepen relations with Nepal further. Various steps, including
business forums, investment summits, and sectoral meetings,
have been taken to increase the trade volume between the two
countries, which is 48.088 million dollars according to 2023
data, to develop investment opportunities and to strengthen
ties between the business community.

In addition, the potential of Nepal, with a GDP of 40.15 billion
