ELECTRONIC PUBLIC BIDDING SUBJECT 
Subject to the electronic public bidding procedure is the sale of undeveloped construction land owned by the Republic of Macedonia, foreseen with the Urban Plan outside of an inhabited area for the Tourist development zone, a location called Karach, Star Dojran, adopted with Decision No 07-852/3, from 05.09.2013 by the Dojran Municipality, intended for construction of B5 – hotel complex – tourist development zone, in accordance with the Chart providing data on the construction lot, cadastre plot number, construction plot area, purpose, construction percentage, utilisation coefficient, maximum height, number of storeys, defined construction space for one or more buildings, maximum area for construction of one or more buildings, total constructed area of all storeys and the deposit for participation at the electronic public bidding.

RIGHT TO PARTICIPATION

The following entities are entitled to participate at the public bidding: 
1. Natural entities: citizens of the Republic of Macedonia, citizens of EU member states and of OECD, as well as citizens of countries that are not members of the European Union and of OECD and that under reciprocity requirements may acquire right to ownership of the construction land on the territory of the Republic of Macedonia. 

2. Legal entities: domestic legal entity, legal entity in joint ownership, legal entity established by foreign natural and legal entity, registered in the Central register of the Republic of Macedonia, foreign legal entities residents of EU member states and of OECD, as well as foreign legal entities residents of countries that are not members of EU and of OECD, that under reciprocity requirements may acquire right to ownership of construction land on the territory of the Republic of Macedonia.
ELECTRONIC PUBLIC BIDDING PARTICIPATION REQUIREMENTS 
Interested natural and legal entities shall submit an application for participation at the public bidding (in writing, for each construction lot separately, indicating the relevant lot of the application, which documents shall represent an integral part of the application, in a separate envelope for each construction lot), accompanied by the following evidences:
1. Application, indicating the applicant’s data, the data on the land in subject to which the application refers, and the documents which should be submitted in the attachment; 
2. Proof for paid deposit in original (indicating the number of the announcement and the construction lot number in the remittance objective part);
3. For the natural entities- certificate for citizenship;
4. For the legal entities, proof for registration of the legal entity in the relevant Register;
5. Bank guarantee in amount of 3.000.000,00 euros in denar counter-value, proving the seriousness of the tender, with validity till 28.02.2014, by which the tenderer, if selected as the most advantageous tenderer, shall guarantee the payment of the last achieved price for sale of the construction land at the electronic public bidding within 15 days as of the date of receipt of the written notification on selection.
6. Balance sheet and profit and loss account, issued by a competent authority or revised profit and loss account confirmed by an authorised audit company for 2012, in original or notary certified copy (with notary certified translation by an authorised court translator, only in case of foreign audit report).
7. Business plan for realisation of the foreseen investment (with notary certified translation by an authorised court translator, only in case of a business plan for realisation prepared in a foreign language).
8. E-mail address of the applicant, through which the registration procedure for participation at the electronic public bidding shall be carried out, that is, on which the one shall be provided with a user name and a password for access at the electronic public bidding website, (for the applicants who shall provide an incorrect e-mail address, the Committee shall not be obliged to receive and to make corrections of the same);
9. Copy of personal transaction account.
The applications that lack these proofs shall not participate at the electronic public bidding, and the applicants of such incomplete applications shall be notified by e-mail. 

The applicants, in the public bidding participation application, shall also have to include a copy of the personal transaction account on which the public bidding participation deposit can be refunded.
SPECIAL ADDITIONAL REQUIREMENTS 
1. Bank guarantee in the amount of 3.000.000,00 euros in denar counter-value, proving the seriousness of the tender, with validity till 28.02.2014, by which the tenderer, if selected as the most advantageous tenderer, shall guarantee the payment of the last achieved price for sale of the construction land at the electronic public bidding within 15 days as of the date of receipt of the written notification on selection.

2. The most advantageous tenderer shall be obliged, before concluding the contract for sale of construction land subject to this announcement, within a timeframe of no more than 15 days as of the public bidding procedure completion, to submit a bank guarantee for timely and quality completion of the works in amount of 300.000,00 euros, valid till the end date for completion of the construction of the buildings subject to the contract for sale of construction land; otherwise, it shall be considered that the construction land has not been sold, no sale contract shall be concluded, the deposited funds shall not be returned to the most advantageous tenderer, the bank guarantee for seriousness of the tender shall be invoked, and the same shall not be able to participate at each subsequent public bidding for the construction lot in subject.
3. The annual turnover of capital of the legal entity applying for participation at the public bidding shall not be lower than 5.000.000,oo euros in the fiscal year 2012.

For the purposes of proving this requirement, the applicants shall be required to submit a balance sheet and a profit and loss account issued by a competent authority or revised profit and loss account confirmed by an authorised audit company for 2012, in original or notary certified copy (with notary certified translation by an authorised court translator, only in case of foreign audit report).
4. The legal entity applying for participation at the public bidding, following the construction of the buildings subject to this announcement, shall have to employ at least 150 persons, and to keep them for a minimum period of three years after the employment, of which the one shall inform the Government of the Republic of Macedonia on an annual basis.

5. The legal entity applying for participation at the public bidding, shall submit along with the application, a business plan for realisation of the foreseen investment, which shall represent an obligation for the most advantageous tenderer to realise the investment in accordance with the submitted business plan.
INITIAL PRICE
The initial price at the electronic public bidding for sale of the construction lot indicated in the Chart review shall be 61,00 denars per square meter.

DEPOSIT
1. The Deposit for participation at the electronic public bidding for each construction lot is defined pursuant the Chart review part of this Announcement.  

2.The deposit is paid by transfer or by mail to the Budget of the Republic of Macedonia, National Bank of the Republic of Macedonia, account No. 100036134478716, budget user account 100036134463718, income code and programme 725939 programme 20 with designation “deposit for public bidding for sale of construction land” (indicate the announcement number and the construction lot number in the payment order);

          
3. The deposit shall be returned in its entirety to the public bidding applicants within a period of 15 days as of the day of holding the public bidding, except to the tenderer who has offered the most favorable price who after the payment of the total price reached at the public bidding shall be reimbursed with the paid deposit reduced by the costs of the procedure amounting to 10% from the deposited funds.

TIMEFRAMES

The public bidding applications shall be submitted by 14.01.2014 at the address of the Agency for Promotion and Support of Tourism: Street Debarca No 2, Skopje, or directly to the Agency’s archive office. 

The public bidding shall be electronic at the following website www.gradezno-zemjiste.mk
The public bidding shall commence on 20.01.2014 at 12:00 hours and shall last for 15 (fifteen) minutes.

PROCEDURE
1. The Committee shall notify the applicants on the completeness of their applications by e-mail, within a period of three days of the day of their submission, whereby those applicants that have submitted complete applications shall receive a user name and a password for participation at the electronic public bidding and the applicants that have submitted incomplete applications shall receive a notification containing explanation that they will not be able to participate at the electronic public bidding.

2. On the day of the electronic public bidding, the participants shall access the web site with the user name and password received at the e-mail address submitted in the application for participation at the electronic public bidding.
3. The electronic public bidding can commence if there is at least one participant at the public bidding, for each construction lot.
4. The electronic public bidding shall be monitored by a Committee, established by the Director of the Agency for Promotion and Support of Tourism.
5. The electronic public bidding shall commence with the announcement of the initial price for the land per square meter, and shall be carried out by participants’ bidding. 
6. The bidding procedure is carried out by “steps” with increase in the value of each “step” of no less than 10,oo denars. 
7. The electronic public bidding is considered to be completed at the expiry of the time limit defined in this announcement, whereby if in the last two minutes the participants made a bid, the time limit is extended by two more minutes. The public bidding can continue for an indefinite period as long as there are new bids within a two-minute time interval. 
8. The public bidding participant who offered the highest price shall become the most advantageous tenderer.
9. Following the public bidding completion, the Committee shall prepare minutes for the conducted public bidding and electronically submit it to all public bidding participants. 
10. The most advantageous tenderer shall be obliged, within 15 days as of the public bidding procedure completion, to pay the funds in accordance with the reached final bidding price.
11. If the most advantageous tenderer shall fail to pay the funds within the prescribed timeframe, the construction land shall not be considered as sold, no sale contract shall be concluded, and the deposited funds shall not be returned to the most advantageous tenderer, the bank guarantee for seriousness of the tender shall be invoked, and the same shall not be able to participate at each subsequent public bidding for the construction lot in subject.
12. Following the made payment within the prescribed timeframe, the Agency for Promotion and Support of Tourism, upon previous consent from the Government of the Republic of Macedonia, shall conclude the contract with the most advantageous tenderer for sale of the construction land owned by the Republic of Macedonia. The Contract shall oblige the Buyer, within 30 days as of its signing, to submit it to a public notary for the purposes of its solemnization, and to solemnize it within 30 days as of the provision, or non-provision, of the opinion from the State Attorney’s Office of the Republic of Macedonia. The Contract shall oblige the Buyer, within a period of 12 months as of the contract solemnization, to secure the construction authorisation for the foreseen facilities in accordance with the urban plan pursuant to which the land was sold (for at least 20% of the total developed construction area) and to build the facilities in accordance with the urban plan pursuant to which the land was sold within a period that is not longer than 6 years (72 months) as of the date of validity of the construction authorisation; otherwise, if the buyer shall fail to secure the construction authorisation within the prescribed timeframe, or if the facilities shall not be built within the prescribed timeframe due to a fault of the buyer, the same shall be obliged to pay a contractual penalty in amount of 1,5% of the total price reached at the public bidding for the land in subject for each elapsed month in the first year from the timeframe expiry, or 3% of the total public bidding price of the land in subject for each elapsed month in the second year from the timeframe expiry, or 4,5% of the total public bidding price of the land in subject for each elapsed month in the third year and each subsequent year from the timeframe expiry.
13. The most advantageous tenderer shall be obliged to pay the sales tax arising as an obligation from the concluded construction land sale contract.
14. The construction land price shall not include the construction land development fee.
15. The notary procedure costs and the costs for registration in the real estate register of the Real Estate Cadastre Agency shall be born by the construction land Buyer.
16. Dissatisfied public bidding participants may lodge a complaint with the Committee within 3 days as of the electronic public bidding date. The Committee shall be obliged to provide an answer in form of a decision to the complaint within five days as of its receipt.
17. The party is entitled to lodge an appeal with the Administrative Court against the decision on the complaint made by the Committee within 30 days as of the date of its receipt.
