Timeline of Turkish – Israeli Relations, 1949 – 2008 

1949

Turkey is among the first countries to recognize the state of Israel.

1990

Estimates for yearlong trade volume between the two countries run from $100 to $150 million.

1992 

Turkey upgrades its legation to the level of embassy

1993

The Turkish-Israeli Business Council is established.

Two documents that set a mutual framework on tourism, economic cooperation, and educational exchange have been signed.
1994

Negotiations begin on a Turkish-Israeli free trade agreement.

Yearlong trade volume between the two countries comes to approximately $300 million.
1996

A Turkish-Israeli free trade agreement is signed.

1997

The Turkish-Israeli free trade agreement is ratified by both countries.

The free trade agreement goes into effect.

1998

Israel and Turkey sign a trade protocol in Ankara.

2003

Israel buys $1 billion in Turkish goods over the course of the year. In addition, more than 320,000 Israeli tourists visit Turkey. 

In Gezbe, east of Istanbul, a high-tech industry park opens that is 48 percent Israeli-owned.

2004

The Zorlu Group, a Turkish company, signs an $800 million contract with Israel to build and manage three energy plants.

2005

Over the course of the year, Turkey is Israel’s biggest trade partner in the region, importing $900 million in Israeli goods and exporting $1.2 billion in goods to Israel.

2006

The Federation of Israeli Chambers of Commerce signs an economic cooperation agreement with the Turkish Chambers of the Aegean Region to forge bilateral trade relations.

Israel and Turkey sign an agreement that is expected to boost Israeli food and agricultural exports to Turkey by roughly $20 million yearly. The deal builds on a pact from 1998—which eased trade restrictions—by removing tariffs on quotas of Israeli dried vegetables, coffee, spices, hatchery eggs, and other products entering Turkey. It also lifts tariffs on quotas of Turkish dried fruits, nuts, jams, beer, and arak entering Israel. 

Israel's biggest financial institution Bank Hapoalim (BH) acquired 57.5% share in Turkey's C Kredi ve Kalkinma Bankası (C Bank). The bank was renamed Bank Pozitif A.Ş. Bank Hapoalim’s take over was the first major Israeli investment in Turkey.

Turkey is a country offering significant opportunities for foreign investors with its geographically perfect position to function as a gateway between Europe, Middle East and Central Asia. The opportunities exist not only in the dynamic domestic market, but also throughout the region. Hospitality and tolerance being the traditional cornerstones of the Turkish way of life, the country is open to foreign investors with many attractions to offer.

The GDP growth rate from 2002 to 2007 averaged 7.4%, which made Turkey one of the fastest growing economies in the world during that period. Turkey's economy is no longer dominated by traditional agricultural activities in the rural areas, but more so by a highly dynamic industrial complex in the major cities, mostly concentrated in the western provinces of the country, along with a developed services sector. In 2007, the agricultural sector accounted for 8.9% of the GDP, while the industrial sector accounted for 30.8% and the services sector accounted for 59.3%
Turkey offers a huge and dynamic domestic market to foreign investors with a population of more than 70 million people and a GNP of about USD 489 billion for 2007(realization estimate by State Planning Organization) . Temporary figure stated by State Planning Organization and official target for 2008 is USD 520.2 billion). The population is younger than that of other European countries; approximately 63% of the population is below the age of 35, implying an intense dynamism in the economy. The number of households is expected to increase due to the young age profile. 
The average GNP per capita is USD 6.619 for 2006 and expectation for 2008 is USD 6.958. However, this figure does not reflect the average purchasing power of the population, due to unevenly distribution of wealth in Turkey, in favour of the western part of the country. T.R. Prime Ministry State Planning Organization (DPT), estimates that purchasing power parity per capita GDP for Turkey at the end of year 2008 is 9,681 dollars. 
Turkish market is among the top ten most attractive of all the developing countries. Deregulations and privatization of major state-owned enterprises is promising a more dynamic market.
The rapidly changing economic environment of the last 20 years has formed a ground for the Turkish private sector to mature in an increasingly competitive global arena. Today, Turkish private sector enterprises compete in the world markets, not only as producers of goods at reasonable costs, but much more than that, as the manufacturers of products with unique quality under Turkish trademark. Nevertheless, it is not only the manufacturing companies that have deserved reputation for quality, whereas in many service industries, such as banking and tourism, Turkish companies have been prized with many awards for their excellence in terms of physical and technical infrastructure and delivering service. The well-deserved reputation for Turkish goods and services increasing their shares in overall world production is mostly earned as a result of the transformation of the Turkish business structure from family-business to corporate identity. Today, the first 500 Turkish companies determined in terms of their turnover account for half of the total value added in manufacturing industry.
Turkish private sector enterprises have reached considerable business volumes to be listed in the Forbes Global 1000. The companies by their industry are;

A further credit shall be given to Turkish small and medium sized enterprises, which have accounted for over 35% of total industrial output while the share of finance  opportunities facilitated for these enterprises from the banking sector is relatively much lower. The figures concerning the dynamism of Turkish private sector are the indications for the abundance of prospective Turkish partners for foreign investors that would intend to establish cooperation for their investment projections in Turkey, as many foreign investors have already formed joint ventures with private Turkish investors.

The existence of more than 20.000 (as of end of July 2008) foreign capital firms ensures a stable and reliable investment environment in Turkey, more than 230 % increase in the number of foreign capital firms compared to 6.000 in 2003. Many foreign investors have a strong and leading position in the market. There are many investors who have reinvested the significant portion of their profits in Turkey to strengthen their position, although there are no requirements to do so. Furthermore, there are a significant number of foreign investors who have located their regional headquarters for the Turkic Republics, the Middle East and some even for Eastern Europe. 
The investment climate has been improved through a series of latest modifications in the legislation; including the elimination of permission requirement and bureaucratic formalities for foreign investors, simplification of registration procedures for business set up to the best ease of both local and foreign investors and setting out the rules for accelerating the work permit procedures for foreign employees.

SOME MAJOR MULTINATIONAL HAVING INVESTMENT IN TURKEY


Turkey has a high qualified, skilled, and cost-effective labor force, well known with its learning capacity. There is a large reserve of semi-skilled and skilled labor force as vocational education is widely practiced in Turkey. With working average for an employee of 280 days per year and 9 hours per day, Turkey ranks third hardest working country in the world. According to the official statistics average number of people registered as unemployed through the year 2007 was 2.458.000.This represents 9.7 % of the workforce, representing 25.208.000 employee. Well-qualified executives are available, as well as competent engineers, finance, sales, HR managers who meet international standards and speak major European languages,

especially English. Major executive search firms have offices in Turkey.
Turkey enjoys a unique location bridging Europe and Asia. Turkey’s proxy to the emerging markets in the Middle East and Central Asia expands the potential market size as an export platform.
Turkey stands as the perfect gateway for the foreign investors searching for business opportunities in the Balkans, Caucasia, Middle East and Central Asia. Furthermore, there is a considerable business volume in terms of trade with Russia and Black Sea countries.

1. Foreign Trade 
Turkey’s concrete steps for liberalizing its economy in both monetary and non-monetary respect, thus sustaining economic growth, maintaining competitive market economy and giving focus on the development of export-oriented corporate structure is from a perspective a history of past 26 years. As for the results of the foreign trade figures reached today are widely believed not to reflect the real potential of the Turkish economy, still the figures are read as an indication of strong commitment and execution in the belief of the favors of a well operating market economy.

In the past 26 years, exports rose from USD 4.7 billion in 1981 to USD 132 billion in 2008. 

Of total Turkish exports in 2007, 94.2 % were manufactured goods, whereas agricultural and forestry products constituting only 3.4 % of the total exports. Turkish manufacturing industry has become the locomotive in the growth of Turkish exports.

Turkey’s export products are widely diversified. Today, Turkey is among large agricultural producers of Europe and accordingly the major exporter of agricultural and processed food such as tomato paste, olive oil and tobacco.

The stimulating industry for increase in Turkish exports has long been textiles and ready-towear garments. Turkey is the 6th biggest producer of ready-to-wear garments. 
Turkey has also emerged in the recent past as major exporter of iron, steel, cement, pharmaceuticals and chemical products. Turkey is the 15th biggest producer of steel in the world and the largest cement manufacturer in Europe. 
Turkish manufactured household appliances account for 14% of all household appliances sold in UK, 7% of those sold in France and 5% of those sold in Germany.

Exports of furniture, ceramics, glassware has nearly tripled in the past 10 years.

Another success story behind the reasons of rising exports is the automotive industry. Turkey has become an attraction for automobile production in the past 20 years. Country’s annual production capacity has increased from 20,000 to 545.000 cars/year through the committed investments of Renault, Tofas, Toyota, Honda, Hyundai and Ford in Turkey. It is no further surprise to see that among these carmakers, some of them produce a number of their major brands only in Turkey.
Automotive parts and components manufacturing has shown a similar successful trend along with automotive industry. Among 1000 firms who are active in the sector, nearly 350 of these companies export considerable volume of their production abroad. It is of no surprise to see the sector presents high-quality products to the market, as 30% of those companies operating in the sector have internationally accepted quality certifications. The foreign-capital is widely seen in the sector, where 185 foreign- capital companies are adding immensely both technologically and intellectually to the future of the sector.
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On the other hand, imports in the same term, rose from its level of USD 8.9 billion in 1981 to of USD 201.8 billion in 2008. In 2008, investment goods and raw materials accounted for 87.9 % of total imports, whereas the consumer goods accounted for only 11.7 % of total import.

The composition of imports, constituting mainly of capital goods and raw materials also indicate that gradual growth of the Turkish exports rely heavily on imports. 
Turkey’s main trading partners in terms of exports by country are Germany, United Kingdom, United States and Italy.

Turkey’s largest trade partner is EU. In year 2008, 48 % of total exports were made to EU countries, whereas at the same year, 37  % of Turkey’s total imports came from EU countries. 

After the year 2000, Turkey’s exports growth rate is accelerating at an important pace. Turkey showed a great performance in exports in 2001, 2002, 2003, 2004, 2005,  2006, 2007 and 2008 Turkey’s exports grew by 12.8, 15.1, 31, 33.7, 16.3, 16.1, 25.3 and 23.3 percent respectively in these eight years.

2. Privatization in Turkey 
The striking economic shifts of the 80’s ushered a new era for the world economy, where privatization became one of the most essential and indispensable financial reforms on the economic agendas of many nations. As being one of the fundamental tools of the free market economy, privatization has been on Turkey's agenda since 1984.

Privatization in Turkey, not only aims to minimise state involvement in economic activities and to relieve the financial burden of State Economic Enterprises (SEE) on the re-channelling of resources towards new investments. 

Turkey, one of the fastest growing economies of the world has positioned itself as an attractive and promising investment environment through the implementation free trade principles and establishment of dynamic capital markets as well as offering liberal incentives facilitating transactions for international investors and exporters.

The fundamental transformation in Turkish economy has moved the country from an inward-focussed import substitution model towards an export led growth and industrial one. The East-West expansion of the world’s geopolitical horizons has opened up a new era for Turkey with many promising opportunities for international investors. The investment opportunities in Turkey are particularly attractive in the framework of country’s ongoing ambitious privatization agenda. The involvement and participation of international investors is highly encouraged in the massive privatization program. The privatization process in Turkey with a view of relieving the burden of state economic enterprises on the national budget, has proved to be an important source of funds for the government and brought tangible results and progress within this philosophy. Although this task has not been easy, many state-owned companies have passed to the private sector. 
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Since 1985, state shares in 246 companies, 103 establishment, 22 incomplete plants, 8 toll motorways, 2 bosporus bridges, 1 service unit and 394 real estates and 6 ports have been taken into the privatization portfolio. 
Currently there are 15 companies in the privatization portfolio.

3. Free Trade Zones 
Turkey has a very attractive application of Free Trade Zones (FTZ). FTZ are the regions where a more attractive investment climate is offered to investors. Both local and foreign capital companies may equally benefit from the incentives granted in the Free Trade Zones. Registration rules and procedures to apply during the operational phases are minimized. At the beginning of the year 2004, FTZ Law amended by government. In the past, the most important advantage given to investors in the free trade zones was the exemption from all kinds of taxes. Profits derived from commercial activities in the zones were exempted from corporate and any other income tax. Similarly, all kinds of transactions within the FTZ were exempt form VAT, stamp duty and other indirect taxes. Furthermore, salaries paid to employees working in the zones were exempted from income tax. However, salaries paid to employees were subject to social security contributions. 
Local and foreign companies may benefit equally from the incentives granted in FTZ. Registration rules and procedures to apply during the operational phases are minimized. FTZ earnings can be transferred freely to any country, including Turkey, without any prior permission from a competent authority and are not subject to any kind of taxes, duties and fees. If the earning acquired in the free zone is distributed to resident real persons, those that are not income and corporation tax liable, those that are exempted from income and corporation tax, non-resident real persons, non-resident corporations and non-residents that are exempted from income and corporation tax under article 94/6-b of the Income Tax Code, a tax withholding of 15% should be applied.  
FTZ, even though established within the political boundaries of Turkey, are considered and treated as outside of Turkish customs territory. Hence, sales from FTZ’s to Turkey are  treated as imports and VAT and customs duty are charged depending on the country of origin of goods imported. The sales made from Turkey to FTZ’s are treated as exports. There is a fee payable at a rate of 0.5% over the CIF values of goods that are brought into zones from abroad and CIF values of the goods imported to Turkey from FTZ. Both local and foreign investors are required to obtain an operation license in order to operate in a FTZ, from the General Directorate of Free Trade Zones, Undersecratariat of Treasury. The application fee for obtaining the operation license is USD 5,000, which is refunded in case of refusal of the application.

The validity period of operation licenses are granted for 15-30 years, which can be extended further at the expiration of the license. 
Investors who receive an operation license pay rental fees ranging between USD 1- 50/m2/month for office, warehouse, factory buildings and USD 0,6-8/m2/year for open storage areas in the FTZ. It is possible for investors to build their own factories/premises in some FTZ.

Infrastructure of any FTZ is comparable with the international standards. Loading, unloading and transport services for goods coming to a zone are performed by the operator company of the FTZ. Loading/unloading fees are around USD 5/ton. 

In line with the incentives introduced in the FTZ, trade volume in Zones has reached considerable figures. Total trade volume in Turkish FTZ at a level of USD 11,1 billion in year 2002, has reached a trade volume of USD 24,57 billion in year 2007.

4. Techno Parks

Law no 4691 concerning Technology Development Regions has granted significant advantages to investors who will carry out research and development activities in the science and technology field in special zones- known as techno parks.  Techno parks are required to be established on a land near to universities, advanced technology institutes or research and development centers. Advanced technology firms within the techno parks are required to conduct research and development activities to develop technology or software products or to transform a technological invention into a product, model or a service, through efficiently using the resources of the universities or institutions the techno parks are established  nearby. 
The incentives provided to techno parks are as follows; 

-The earnings derived from the software or products developed as a result of the research and development activities are exempt from corporate income tax until 31.12.2013 following the establishment of a techno park. 
-The salaries of researchers, software developers, and research and development personnel are exempt from income tax until 31.12.2013 years following the establishment of a techno park.
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5.Tourism
Construction is continuing on hundreds of new luxury hotels and holiday villages along the  Turquoise Coast, the highly indented southwest corner of Anatolia, which will cement Turkey's place in the big leagues of world tourism in the next five years. In addition to the hotel and resort construction boom, drinking water and sewage systems are being overhauled, and new marinas and golf courses are being built to attract rich foreign tourists to coastal areas, characterized by miles of long, unpolluted beaches, ruins of magnificent cities of antiquity, and long warm summers and mild winters. New hotels are also springing up in Istanbul and other big cities to encourage convention and business tourism.

Turkey has been the world's third fastest growth travel destination, behind China and Russia, throughout the past two decades, according to the World Tourism Organization (WTO).

The number of tourists visiting Turkey swelled 15-fold in the past two decades, from 1,523,000 in 1979 to a record 30 million in 2008, according to the Turkish Statistics Institute. By 2013, Turkey aims to attract 38 million tourists annually and earn $34.4 billion a year from tourism, according the State Planning Organization's Ninth Five Year Economic Development Plan.

Yet Turkey has barely even scratched the surface in terms of potential from its travel and leisure industry, the World Travel and Tourism Council says. As the nation is so vast and diverse it has the opportunity to develop alternatives including eco tourism, incentive and convention tourism, adventure travels, ski holidays and culture tours, and there is almost immeasurable potential for growth and profit in the travel and tourism industry in Turkey.

Turkey is also looking to expand upon its traditional summer tourism appeal with the development of new out-of-season incentives to visitors, including thermal and health tourism and archaeological tours. Turkey has one of the world's richest cultural heritages, and sites of historic interest are becoming of increasing value as tourist destinations in their own right. Opening up new tourism sites in the country's interior will have a significant effect on the economic development of these areas.

Turkey's tourism earnings also grew from a modest $280 million in 1979 to a record $21.9 billion in 2008, according to the Ministry of Culture and Tourism. To catch up with the tourism boom, the government began a crash hotel, motel, and holiday village building program that aims to increase hotel bed capacity to about 1.2 million, a whopping 113% increase from its 1998 capacity.

6.Food and Agriculture

Turkey is a significant agricultural exporter. In fruit and vegetables in particular, it is a major world producer and net exporter. Its levels of production currently amount to around 40% and 20% of EU-25 production of fruit and vegetables respectively. 
About 39 million hectares devoted to agriculture represents 23% of the EU-25 agricultural area. Turkey has a far richer endowment of agricultural resources in terms of cultivable land and availability of water than any Middle Eastern country.

In the arable crops it is a major producer (in EU terms) and for other crops it is a competitive producer (in EU and world terms) of certain grain legumes such as chickpeas and lentils, of cotton, and of some qualities of tobacco and olive oil.

Agricultural output has ranged between $40-43 billion in recent years. The bulk is accounted by plant products. According to the Food and Agriculture Organization of the United Nations, Turkey ranks among the top 10 countries in terms of vegetable and fruit production per capita as well as total output. Turkey's great advantage is the conjunction of ample land with a variety of climatic conditions. All temperate-zone and Mediterranean climate crops can be grown in the country, as can a number of subtropical crops.

Turkey boasts the largest land mass devoted to organically grown agricultural products in the Mediterranean region.

Main export items are fresh fruit and vegetables, which account for around 45% of all Turkey's processed food and agricultural exports. The shares of vegetable oils and confectionary and chocolate products are increasing in the total exports.

The size of the Turkish agro industry market, as a combination of demand for food, beverages and tobacco, is estimated around $60 billion. Cereals and cereal-based products accounted for 38% of food production according to the latest analysis by the State Planning Organization. Turkey is also an important producer in the following areas: It ranks 5th in olive oil production just after Spain, Italy, Greece and Tunisia, while it is a top contender in dairy with a milk market of about 11 million tons.

Official estimations foresee that the food market alone will be $35.4 billion, food exports $4.4 billion and food imports $2.3 billion by 2013.

-Impact of EU Harmonization Process
Turkey is reshaping its agricultural sector in preparation for the EU membership as well as in line with its commitments to the IMF and the sector holds the promise of making Turkey a major player in EU and world terms. The comprehensive agricultural reform being executed since 2000 creates a more competitive agricultural sector and reduces state involvement. The World Bank contributes to these projects under a $600 million in loans.

The agricultural reform program puts emphasis on the creation of a rural development strategy aimed at modernization of subsistence and semi-subsistence farming, leading the way to commercially viable entities, while its pre-accession economic programs set the following targets for the agriculture:

- Short-range: Modernization of land registry system, food controls, and animal and plant health services.

- Middle range: Setting agricultural and rural development projects, increasing food processing institutions, hygiene, public health and food health test institutions.

- Long range: Determining quotas and credits and donations from the European Union budget.

The issue of food safety has been a priority area since the launching of the customs union with the EU in 1996. Harmonization of Turkey's food legislation with the EU acquis started in 1995. The pursuit of these reforms and alignment works will create profitable opportunities for the initiation of new projects for foreign as well as local investors.

7. Banking
As of February 2009, some 49 banks operated in Turkey, down from 81 at the end of 1999, as a result of a consolidation in the banking sector. Four small Islamic-style participation banks that are subject to the same cash and reserve requirements as other banks also exist in the system The country has 33 commercial banks of which three -- T.C. Ziraat Bankası, Halkbank and Vakıfbank -- are state-owned, 11 are privately owned deposit banks, 17 are foreign banks, and one is controlled by the Savings Deposits Insurance Fund (TMSF), a state banking receivership fund. Turkey also has 13 development and investment banks of which four are state-owned, five are privately owned and four are foreign-owned.

Foreign banks are playing a pivotal role in Turkey's financial system in bringing in an infusion of much-needed capital, introducing new products and efficiency and healthy competition into the market. Foreign banks rushed to snap up shares in Turkish bank assets after Turkey began membership talks with the European Union on October 3, 2005.

Foreign banks began entering the Turkish commercial banking sector in the early 1980s. Operating out of one or two branches, they came to dominate Turkey's foreign trade and exchange markets with their expertise and lower overhead costs, capturing market share from overmanned, undercapitalized, big Turkish commercial banks. 
Turkish banks responded by introducing automated systems and offering almost every  foreign trade or exchange product and banking service available. 
Foreign banks in Turkey began expansion in retail banking in the 2000s by acquiring shares in existing Turkish banks with extensive branch networks:

• HSBC Banking Corp. in 2001 acquired Demirbank, Turkey’s 10th largest bank, from a state banking receivership fund for $350 million and named it HSBC Bank.

• Portugal’s Millennium Bank acquired the small Sitebank from the Central Bank’s Savings Deposits Insurance Fund for $35 million in fall 2001 and renamed it Millennium Bank.

• Italy's UniCredito Group acquired a 50% stake in Koçbank and in other six other Koç Holding financial companies in May 2002.

• In February 2005, France's BNP Paribas bought 50% of TEB Financial Investments A.S. fromTurkey's Çolakoğlu Group for $216.8 million, gaining control of a 42.165 % stake in Turk Ekonomi Bankası (TEB), a midsize Turkish bank, and shares in seven other financial subsidiaries.

• In May 2005, Koç Financial Services, a 50-50 joint venture between Koç Holding of Turkey and UniCredito of Italy, acquired a 57.4% of Yapı ve Kredi Bankası for $1.495 billion. Koç Financial Services merged Yapı ve Kredi Bankası, Turkey's fifth biggest bank, with its Koçbank under Yapı ve Kredi Bankası's name in 2006. Koç Financial Services also gained control over a dozen financial companies owned by Yapı ve Kredi Bankası.
• Belgium's Fortis Bank in July 2005 acquired an 89.3% share in Türkiye Dış Ticaret Bankası (Dışbank) from Doğan Holding of Istanbul for $1.051 billion. Fortisbank also gained control over several non-banking financial subsidiaries of Dışbank, which specializes in foreign trade financing. It renamed Dışbank as Fortis Bank A.Ş.
• In August 2005, U.S. General Electric Consumer Finance bought a 25.5% share of Türkiye Garanti Bankası, Turkey's fourth biggest commercial bank, for $1.556 billion from Turkey's Doğuş Holding. With the acquisition, GE Consumer Finance also gained shares in 27 financial subsidiaries of the bank. These included Garanti Securities, one of the leading brokerage firms of Turkey, Garanti Leasing, a leading Turkish leasing company with assets of $151 million, and Garanti Sigorta, a leading insurance company, and several foreign banks. 
• Israel's biggest financial institution Bank Hapoalim (BH) in 2006 acquired 57.5% share in Turkey's C Kredi ve Kalkinma Bankası (C Bank), a botique corporate bank, by way of an initial $113 million capital injection. The bank was renamed Bank Pozitif A.Ş. and Bank Hapoalim continued its investments by injecting further capital in it. Bank Hapoalim’s take over was the first major Israeli investment in Turkey.

• The National Bank of Greece in April 2006 acquired a 46% stake in Finansbank from Fiba Holding for $2.8 billion.

• In the biggest banking transaction in Turkey to date was Belgium's Dexia Group's acquisition of 96.6% stake in DenizBank from Zorlu Holding and other shareholders for $3.161 billion in 2006.

• Citibank in January 2007 acquired a 20% stake in Akbank from Sabancı Holding for $3.1 billion. Greece's EFG Eurobank Ergasias acquired a 70% stake in Tekfenbank from Tekfen Holding in March 2007 for $182 million.

• Kazakhstan's Turan Alem Bank acquired a 34% stake in Şekerbank for $260 million.

• Lebanese Bank Med and the Jordanian Arab Bank, both owned by the family of former Lebanese Prime Minister Rafiq Hariri, purchased a 91% stake in MNG Bank and changed its name to Turklandbank.

• ING Bank of the Netherlands acquired Oyakbank from the Oyak Group in December 2007 for $2.67 billion. 

All of the foreign banks are headquartered in Istanbul, Turkey's financial capital. U.S. banks with local branches include Citibank, and JP Morgan Chase Bank. European banks include ABN Amro Bank, Credit Lyonnais, Banco di Roma, Fortis Bank, BankEuropa, Deutsche Bank, HSBC Bank, Société Generale, and Westdeutsche Landesbank Girozentrale. Other foreign banks include the Arab Turkish Bank (a joint venture among the Libyan Arab Foreign Bank, the Kuwait Investment Co, Habib Bank (Pakistan), Bank Mellat (Iran), and Taib Yatırım Bank.

Some 35 foreign banks have representative offices in Turkey, and are developing their correspondent relationships.

8. Energy 
Turkey’s electricity demand has been increasing rapidly (around 8%) over the last years. Strong growth trend is expected to continue. In any growth scenario Turkey’s generation capacity is not sufficient to meet increasing demand. According to a study by the Ministry of Energy and Natural Resources, the sector needs an investment amount of approximately $130 billion by 2020. 
Turkish Energy sector offers one of the top growth opportunities for an array of business segments within the next decade. On the basis of SPO’s demand series of 8.5%, apart from the 7,385 MW projects under construction, a total of 51 thousand MW new capacity investments have to be added to the system. The Turkish government encourages foreign and Turkish private sector investors to implement the energy projects.
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Privatization of Electricity DISCOs

At the beginning of 2007, Government postponed the ongoing privatization auctions “in order to eradicate the uncertainties in respect with the investments to be made after the privatization”. In the latest letter of intent presented to IMF, the government has stipulated to complete the privatizations in the electricity sector between 2007 and 2009

Natural Gas Market
The natural gas is being supplied to Turkey from four different pipelines and over the LNG terminals. By Russian Blue Flow Line and Iranian Line, Turkey receives natural gas directly from producing countries. Some problems may occur because of route countries (i.e. West line from Russia), but supply deficiency may be compensated from the Russian Blue Flow Line. Turkey plans to transport natural gas from Iraq, Egypt and Turkmenistan to Turkey and re-export it to Europe. 
Unless there is a problem with existing supply contracts, Turkey is  not expected to face a supply side problem until 2013. Botas is constructing a natural gas storage area in Silivri-Istanbul and planning to construct another one under Salt Lake-Konya for short-term supply deficiencies.

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9. Transportation 
Ministry of Transportation and Communication has announced its strategy for rebuilding transportation system so as to serve at technical and economic efficiency and be more balanced. 

Some major steps which will be taken are as follows; 

-To improve and enhance air transport and to make Turkey regional air transport center in international sphere, in this respect, to increase passenger traffic to 130 million annually until the end of year 2013; to provide the connection of airports with the rail system and other public transport systems. 

-To improve the railway net and  raise the amount of transport of  goods by railway %100 and passenger transport by % 50, construction of 4.984 kilometers high-standard new railway line and renovation of existing 2.500 km railway
-To maintain the  international and national maritime transport needs of the industry, tourism, energy and agriculture sectors ;  raising the yachting and bulking  capacity of the ports  twice in the 2009-2013 period , to complete investments regarding the needs making effective the fisherman  houses projects programming and continuation  investments as priority in a short period of time.

-Completing the infrastructure of E-Government  Door and  providing 40 % of all the public services from  E-Government  Door  at  the end of 2013.
-By providing necessary promotion and assistance to increase the computer ownership to 15 million, increasing the ratio of computer literacy to 60% of the population until the end of 2013.
-To increase the number of broadband internet user number to over 11 million during the Strategic Plan period. To provide the broadband internet service to all schools within the framework of the Universal Service Law and social responsibility and in the ICT area, to eliminate the disparities in internet access between city centers and rural areas.
-To carry on construction of divided highways and to accelerate transforming smatter pavement roads that have consistent traffic of heavy vehicles to ”Bituminous  Hot Mixture” BHM, to complete 6500 km (3000 km. by PPP model) of the all by the end of 2013.
-By improving the competency of satellite technology production in Turkey, launching “Türksat 4A” satellite to the space.
-Increasing the size of Telecommunication market to 50 Billion USD.
-Completing the rebuilding process of General Directorate-Turkish State Railways, promoting transition of private sector to train industry
